This version of Matthew restores passages found in the original gospel by
utilizing quotations from the lost Gospel of the Nazarenes (in black bold
underlined letters) and alternate readings in the Codex Bezae (in red letters).
The name “Abner” in Jesus’ genealogy has been restored by using the
reading in the Hebrew version of Matthew entitled the Du Tillet. Other
readings have been restored by using the Hebrew Shem Tov version (in
purple letters). Minor restorations are gleaned from other sources.

Chapter 1

The TBook of the Generation of Jesus,
the Son of Babid, the Son of
Abrabam

2 dbrabam begat Fsaac; and Hsaac
begat Jacob; and FJacob begat Judas
and his brethren;

3 And Judas begat Phares and Zara
of Thamar; and Phares begat Esrom;
and Esrom begat Aram;

4 And dram begat Aminadab; and
Aminadab  begat Faasson; and
Paasson begat Salmon;

5 And Salmon begat PBoos of Rachab;
and Boos begat Gbed of Ruth; and
Obed begat Jesse;

6 And Fesse begat Babid the king;
and Dabid the king begat Solomon of
her that had been the wife of Wrias;

7 And Solomon begat RWoboam; and
Roboam begat Abia; and Abia begat
dsa;

8 dAnd dsa begat Fosapbat; and
Josaphat begat Joram; and FJoram
begat @sias;

9 dnd Osias begat Foatham; and
Yoatham begat Achas; and Achas begat
Esekias;

10 dnd Esekias begat Manasses; and
Managses begat Amon; and Amon
begat Josias;



11 And Josias begat Jechonias and
bis brethren, about the time they were
carried away to Wabylon:

12 @nd after they were brought to
Babplon, Fechonias begat Salathiel;
and Salathiel begat Zorobabel;

13 dnd Zorobabel begat @Abiud; and
Abiud begat CEliakim; and Eliakim
begat @bner; and bner begat Asor;

14 And Asor begat Sadoc; and Sadoc
begat Achim; and Achim begat Eliud;

15 dnd Eliud begat Eleasar; and
Cleasar begat Matthan; and Matthan
begat Jacob;

16 dnd Facob begat Foseph the
husband of Marp, of whom was born
Jesus, who is called Christ.

17 o all the generations from
Abrabam to Dabid are fourteen
generations; and from DBabid until the
carrping  awap into Babplon are
fourteen genervations; and from the
carrping  awap into Babplon unto
Christ are fourteen generations.

18 o the birth of Jesus was on this
wise: When as his mother Mary was
espoused to Joseph, before they came
together, she was found with child of
the Holy Ghost.

19 Then Joseph her husband, being a
just man, and not willing to make ber
a public example, was minded to
deliver her up privatelp.

20 But twbhile he thought on these
things, behold, the angel of the Lord
appeared unto him in a dream, saping,
Joseph, thou son of Dabid, fear not to
take unto thee Mary thy wife: for that
which is conceived in ber is of the BHoly
Ghost.

21 dnd she shall bring forth a son,
and thou shalt call his name Jesus: for
be ghall sabe mp people from their
sing.

22 Pow all this was done, that it
might be fulfilled which was spoken of
the Lord through Fsaiah his prophet,
saping,

23 Behold, a virgin shall be with child,
and ghall bring forth a gon, and they
shall call his name Emmanuel, which
being interpreted ig, God with us.

24 Then Foseph being raiged from
sleep did as the angel of the Lord had
bidden bhim, and took unto him his
wife:

25 And knew Pher not till she had
brought forth her firstborn son: and he
called his name Jesus.



Chapter 2

1 Pow when Fesus was born in
Bethlehbem of Judaea in the daps of
PHerod the king, bebold, there came
wise men from the east to Jerusalem,

2 Saping, Where is be that is born
King of the Jetws? For we habe seen
bis gtar in the east, and are come to
worship him.

3 When DHerod the king had heard
these things, he was troubled, and all
Yerugalem with him.

4 And when be had gathered all the
chief priests and scribes of the people
together, he demanded of them where
Chrigt should be born.

5 dnd they said unto bhim, In
Bethlehem of Judaea: for thus it is
written by the prophet,

6 And thou Bethlehem, in the land of
Juda, art not the least among the
princes of Juda: for out of thee ghall
come a Gobvernor, that shall rule my
people Fsrael.

7 Then HBerod, when he had privately
called the wige men, enquired of them
diligently what time the star appeared.

8 And he sent them to BWethlehem, and
said, Go and gearch diligently for the

poung child; and when pe bhave found
him, bring me word again, that I may
come and worship him also.

9 Yhen they had heard the king, they
departed; and, [o, the star, which they
saw in the east, went before them, till
it came and gtood ober where the poung
child was.

10 When they saw the star, thep
rejoiced with exceeding great jop.

11 @nd when they were come into the
houge, they saw the poung child with
Mary bis mother, and fell doton, and
worghipped him: and when they bad
opened their treagsures, thep pregented
unto him gifts; gold, and frankincense
and mprrh.

12 dnd being warned by the angel of
God in a dream that they should not
return to Herod, thep departed into
their oton country another wayp.

13 dnd when they twere departed,
behold, the angel of the Lord appeareth
to Joseph in a dream, saping, dArise,
and take the poung child and bis
mother, and flee into Egppt, and be
thou there until ¥ bring thee word: for
Herod will seek the poung child to
degtropy him.



14 Phen be arose, he took the poung
child and bhis mother by night, and
departed into Eqypt:

15 dnd was there until the death of
PHerod: that it might be fulfilled which
was spoken of the Lord by the prophet,
saping, Out of Eqppt have I called myp
son; for he shall be called a Paszarene.

16 Then Herod, when he satw that he
was mocked of the wige men, was
exceeding wroth, and gent forth, and
slew all the children that twere in
Bethlebem, and in all the coasts
thereof, from two pears old and under,
according to the time which bhe bad
diligently inquired of the wise men.

17 Then wasg fulfilled that which was
spoken by the LORD through
Feremiah the prophet, saping,

18 In Rama wasg there a boice heard,
[amentation, and weeping, and much
wailing, Rachel weeping for ber
children, and would not be comforted,
because they are nof.

19 But when Berod was dead, behold,
an angel of the Lord appeareth in a
dream to Joseph in Eaqppt,

20 Saping, drise, and take the poung
child and his mother, and go into the
land of Hgrael: for they are dead which
sought the poung child's life.

21 And bhe arose, and took the poung
child and hig mother, and came into the
land of Psrael.

22 But when he heard that Archelaus
did reign in Judaea in the room of his
father erod, he was afraid to go
thither: notwithstanding, being warned
of God in a dream, he turned aside to
the land of Gilgal:

23 And bhe came and diwelt in a city
called RNasaveth: that it might be
fulfilled which was spoken Dby the
propbets, Be shall be called Paszareth.

Chapter 3

1 In those daps came Fobn the
Baptist, preaching in the wilderness of
Judaea,

2 And saping, Repent pe: for the
Kkingdom of heaben is at hand.

3 Jfor this is he that was spoken of by
the prophet Isaiah, saping, The boice
of one crping in the wilderness,
Prepare pe the wap of the Lord, make
bis paths straight.

4 Ht came to pass that FJohn was
baptizing; and there went out to him
Pharigees and were baptized, and all of
Yerugalem. And Jobn had a garment
of camel's bair and a leather girdle



about his loing, and his food was wild
bonep, the tagte if which was that of
manna, ag a cake dipped in oil.

5 Then went out to him Ferusalem,
and all Judaea, and all the region
round about Jordan,

6a @And tere baptized of him in
Jordan, confessing their sins.

6b Behold, the mother of the Lord and
higs brethren said to him, Fobn the
Baptist is baptizing unto the remisgion
of ging; let ug go and be baptised by
pim. But FBe gaid to them, Pherein
babe I ginned that I should go and be
baptized by him? @Unless twhat I habe
jugt gaid ig a gin of ignorance.

7 But when bhe satw manpy of the
Pharigees and Sadducees come to his
baptism, be sgaid unto them, ©®
aeneration of bipers, who hath warned
you to flee from the wrath to come?

8 BWring forth therefore fruits meet for
repentance:

9 dnd think not to sap within
pourselves, e have Abrabam to our
father: for I sap unto pou, that God is
able of thege stoneg to raise up children
unto Abrabham.

10 dnd now also the axe is laid unto
the voot of the trees: therefore ebery

tree which bringeth not forth good fruit
is heton doton, and cast into the five.

11 3 indeed baptise pou tith twater
unto vepentance. But he that cometh
after me is mightier than 3, twhose
shoes I am not worthy to bear: he shall
baptize pou twith the fire of the Bolp
Ghost:

12 YWhose fan is in his hand, and he
will thoroughly purge his floor, and
gather his wheat into the garner; but he
will burn up the chaff  twith
unquenchable fire.

13 Then cometh Jesus from Galilee to
Jordan unto Jobhn, to be baptised of
him.

14 But Jobn forbad him, saping, I
babe need to be baptized of thee, and
comest thou to me?

15 And Jesus answering said unto
him, Suffer it to be so notw: for thus it
becometh ug to fulfil all righteousness.
Then he suffered him.

16 dnd it came to pass when the Lord
wag come up out of the wwater, the
thole fount of the 7boly Spirit
degeended out of heaben upon him and
regted on him and gaid to him:

17 My son, in all the prophets wag I
waiting for thee that thou shouldest




come and I might rest in thee. For
thou art my vest; thou art mp first-
beaotten Son that reignest foreber.

Chapter 4

1 Then was Jesus [ed up of the Spirit
into the wilderness to be tempted of the
debil.

2 dAnd when he had fasted forty daps
and forty nights, be was aftertward

hungry.

3 And when the tempter came to him,
he said, If thou be the Son of God,
command that thege stones be made
breabd.

4 MBut he anstoered and said, It is
written, MHan shall not live by bread
alone, but by ebery word of God.

5 Then the debil taketh him up to
Jerugalem, and setteth bhim on a
pinnacle of the temple,

6 dAnd saith unto him, If thou be the
Son of God, cast thyself doton: for it is
written, e shall gibe bis angels
charge concerning thee: and in their
bands they ghall bear thee up, lest at
any time thou dagh thy foot against a
stone.

7 Yesus said unto him, It is written
again, Thou shalt not tempt the Lord
thy God.

8 dAgain, the debil taketh him up into
an  exceeding  bigh mountain, and
shetweth bim all the Kingdoms of the
world, and the glory of them;

O And saith unto him, AIl these things
will I give thee, if thou wilt bare pour
heab to me.

10 Then saith Jesus unto him, Get
thee hence, Satan: for it is written,
@Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God,
and him only shalt thou gerbe.

11 Then the debil leabeth him, and,
behold, angels came and minigtered
unto him.

12 Pow when Fesus had heard that
Jobn was cast into prison, he departed
into Galilee;

13 And [eabing Naszareth, he came and
diwelt in Capernaum, which is upon the
sea coast, in the borders of Zabulon
and PNephthalim:

14 That it might be fulfilled which was
spoken by Fsaiah the prophet, saping,

15 The land of Zabulon, and the land
of Pephthalim, by the wap of the sea,



bepond  Jordan, Balilee of the

Gentiles;

16 The people which sat in darkness
saw areat light; and to them which sat
in the region and ghadotw of death light
s sprung up.

17 From that time Fesus began to
preach, and to sap, Turn pe in
vepentance: for the Kingdom of heaben
is at hand.

18 And Jesus, walking by the sea of
Galilee, saw two brethren, Simon
called Peter, and Andrew his brother,
casting a net into the gea: for they were
fishers.

19 dnd bhe saith unto them, Follotw
me, and I twill make pou figshers of
men.

20 dnd they straightwap left their
netg, and followed him.

21 And going on from thence, he satw
other two brethren, James the son of
Zebedee, and Jobhn bhis brother, in a
ship with Zebedee their father, mending
their nets; and he called them.

22 And they immediately [eft the ship
and their father, and follotwed him.

23 And FJesus went about all Galilee,
teaching in their gSynagogues, and

preaching the gospel of the Kingdom,
and healing all manner of gicknegs and
all manner of Ddigseage among the
people.

24 And hig fame went throughout all
Syria: and they brought unto him all
sick people that were taken with dibers
digeages and torments, and thoge which
twere possegsed with debvils, and those
which were lunatic, and those that had
the palgy; and be healed them.

25 dnd there follotwed bhim qgreat
multitudes of people from Galilee, and
from Decapolis, and from Ferusalem,
and from Judaea, and from bepond
Jordan.

Chapter 5

1 dnd gseeing the multitudes, he went
up into a mountain: and when he was
set, his disciples came unto him:

2 And bhe opened his mouth, and taught
them, saping,

3 Blegsed are the poor in gpivit: for
theirs ig the kingdom of heaben.

4 Blegsed are the meek: for they shall
inherit the earth.

5 Blegsed are they that mourn: for they
shall be comforted.



6 lessed are they which do hunger
and thirgt after righteousness: for they
shall be filled.

7 Blesged are the merciful: for thep
shall obtain mercy.

8 Wlegsed are the pure in heart: for
they shall see God.

O Blessed are the peacemakers: for
they shall be called the children of God.

10 ZBlesged are they which are
persecuted for righteougness' gake: for
theirs ig the kingdom of heaben.

11 Blegsed are pe, when men sghall
rebile pou, and pergecute pou, and
shall sap all manner of ebil against
you, for the sake of vighteougness.

12 Rejoice, and be exceeding glad: for
great i pour reward in heaven: for so
persecuted they the prophets which were
before pou.

13 Pe are the salt of the earth: but if
the salt habe [ogt hig sabor, wherewith
shall it be salted? It is thenceforth
qood for nothing, but to be cagt out,
and to be trodden under foot of men.

14 Be are the light of the world. & city
that is set on a hill cannot be hid.

15 Peither do men light a candle, and
put it under a bughel, but on a
candlestick; and it gqiveth light unto all
that are in the houge.

16 Let pour light so shine before men,
that they map gee pour good wworks,
and glorify pour Jfather which is in
heaven.

17 Think not that I am come to
destrop the latw, or the prophets: I am
not come to destroy, but to fulfil.

18 Ffor verily ¥ gap unto pou, Till
heaben and earth pags, one jot or one
tittle shall in no wige pass from the
lato, il all be fulfilled.

19 Whosoever therefore shall break
one of these [eagt commandments, and
shall teach men go, he ghall be called
the [east in the kKingdom of heaben.

20 Be have heard that it was said of
them of old time,

21 Thou ghalt not kill; and whogoeber
shall Rill ghall be in danger of the
judgment:

22 But I sap unto pou, That
whosoeber (s angry with his brother
shall be in danger of the judgment: and
whosoeber shall sap to bhis brother,
Raca, shall be in danger of the council:



but whosoeber ghall sap, Thou fool,
shall be in danger of hell fire.

23 Therefore if thou bring thy gift to
the altar, and there rememberest that
thy brother bath ought against thee;

24 Y eabe there thy nift before the altar,
and go thy wayp; firgt be reconciled to
thy brother, and then come and offer thy
aift.

25 Agree with thine adbersary quickly,
whiles thou art in the way with him;
[est at anpy time the adbersary deliber
thee to the judge, and the judge deliver
thee to the officer, and thou be cast into
prison.

26 Perily I sap unto thee, Thou shalt
by no means come out thence, till thou
hast paid the uttermogt farthing.

27 Pe have heard that it was said by
them of old time, Thou ghalt not
commit adultery:

28 Wut I sap unto pou, That
whosoeber [ooketh on a woman to lugt
after her bath committed adultery with
ber already in bhig heart.

29 dnd if thy right epe offend thee,
pluck it out, and cast it from thee:

30 For it is profitable for thee that one
of thy members ghould perish, and not

that thy whole body should be cast into
hell.

31 It bath been said, ¥hosoeber shall
put away bhig wife, et him give her a
writing of divorcement:

32 But I sap unto pou, That
whosoeber shall put atwap bhis wife,
sabving for the cauge of fornication,
causeth ber to commit adultery.

33 QAqain, pe babe heard that it hath
been said by them of old time, Thou
shalt not forswear thpgelf, but shalt
perform unto the Lord thine oaths:

34 But I sap unto pou, Stwear not at
all; neither by heaven; for it is God's
throne:

35 Por by the earth; for it is bhis
footstool: neither by Jerusalem; for it
is the city of the great King.

36 Feither shalt thou stear by thy
head, becauge thou cangt not make one
hair white or black.

37 But let pour communication be,
Pea, pea; Nap, nap: for whatsoeher is
more than these cometh of ebil.

38 Pe bpave bheard that it hath been
said, dn epe for an epe, and a tooth for
a tooth:



39 But ¥ sap unto pou, That pe resist
not ebil: but whogoeber ghall smite thee
on thy right cheek, turn to him the other
algo.

40 dAnd if any man will sue thee at the
[atw, and take awap thy coat, let him
have thy cloak also.

41 dnd whosoeber shall compel thee to
ao a mile, go with him twain.

42 Give to him that asketh thee, and
from him that would borrow of thee
turn not thou away.

43 Pe pave bheard that it hath been
said, Thou shalt lobe thy neighbor, and
hate thine enemp.

44 PBut I say unto pou, Lobe pour
enemies, bless them that curse pou, do
good to them that hate pou, and prap
for them wbich degpitefully usge pou,
and persecute pou;

45 That ye may be the children of pour
Jfather twbich is in beaben: for he
maketh his sun to rige on the evil and
on the good, and sendeth rain on the
just and on the unjust.

46 Jfor if pe lobe them twbich lobe pou,
what retward habe pe? Do not eben the
publicans the same?
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47 Anv if pe salute pour brethren only,
what do pe more than others? Do not
eben the publicans so?

48 1Be pe therefore perfect, eben as
pour Jfather wbhich is in heaben is
perfect.

Chapter 6

1 @ake heed that ye do not pour almsg
before men, to be geen of them:
othertwise pe habe no reward of pour
Ffather which is in heaben.

2 @herefore when thou Ddoest thine
almsg, do not gound a trumpet before
thee, as the Dbypocrites do in the
spnagogues and in the streets, that
they map bave glory of men. Perilp I
sayp unto pou, Thep bhave already
receibed their retoard.

3 But when thou doest alms, let not
thy left hband know wbhat thy right hand
doeth:

4 That thine alms map be in gecret:
and thy Father which seeth in secret
himself ghall reward thee openly.

5 dnd twhen thou prapest, thou shalt
not be as the bhppocrites ave: for they
[obe to prap standing in  the
spnagogues and in the corners of the
streets, that they map be geen of men.



Yerilp I sap unto pou, Thep habve
alveady receibed their reward.

6 But thou, when thou prapest, enter
into thy closet, and when thou hast shut
thy door, prap to thy JFather which is in
secret; and thy FFather twbich seeth in
secret shall reward thee openly.

7 But when pe prap, use not bain
repetitions, ag the heathen do: for they
think that they ghall be heard for their
much speaking.

8 e not pe therefore like unto them:
for pour Father knoteth what things
ye bave need of, before pe open pour
mouth.

9 dAfter this manner therefore pray pe:
Our Father twhich art in heaben,
Hallowed be thy name.

10 fMay thy kingdom be blessed, Thy
will be done in earth, ag it is in heaven.

11 Bive us today our bread for
fomorrol.

12 dnd forgibe us our debts, as twe
forgibe our debtors.

13 dnd [ead us not into temptation, but
deliver us from wickedness:
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14 Ffor if pe forgibe men their
tregspagses, pour heavenly Ffather twill
also forgive pyou:

15 But if pe forgibe not men their
trespasses, neither will pour JFFather
forgibe pour trespasses.

16 Moreober when pe fast, be not, as
the bypocrites, of a sad countenance:
for they disfigure their faces that thep
may appear unto men to fast. Perily I
sap unto pou, Thep bhave already
receibed their retoard.

17 But thou, when thou fastest, anoint
thine head, and wash thy face;

18 That thou appear not unto men to
fagt, but unto thy Father which is in
secret: and thy Jfather, twbich seeth in
secret, shall reward thee openly.

19 ZLap not up for pourselves
treagures upon earth, where moth and
rust doth corrupt, and where thiebes
break through and steal:

20 But lay up for pourselbes treasures
in heaben, where neither moth nor rust
doth corrupt, and where thiebes do not
break through nor steal:

21 Jfor where pour treasure is, there
will pour heart be algo.



22 The light of the body is the epe: if
therefore thine epe be gingle, thy whole
body shall be full of light.

23 But if thine epe be ebil, thy whole
bodp shall be full of darkness. If
thevefore the light that ig in thee be
darkness, hotw great is that darknegs!

24 o man can serbe two masters: for
either he will hate the one, and [obe the
other; or elge he will hold to the one,
and despise the other. Ve cannot serve
God and mammon.

25 Therefore I sap unto pou, Take no
thought for pour life, what ye shall eat,
not pet for pour body, what pe ghall put
on. ¥s not the life more than meat, and
the body than raiment?

26 Bebhold the fowls of the air: for they
sow nof, neither do they reap, nor
gather into barng; pet pour heabenly
Jfather feedeth them. @re pe not much
better than thep?

27 Phich of pou by taking thought can
add one cubit unto his stature?

28 dAnd twbhy take pe thought for
raiment? Consider the lilies of the
field, bow they aqrotw; they toil not,
neither do they spin:
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29 dAnd pet I sap unto pou, That eben
Solomon in all his glory twas not
arrayed like one of these.

30 YWherefore, if God so clothe the
grass of the field, which today is, and
tfomorroy is cast into the oben, ghall he
not much more clothe pou, @ pe of little
faith?

31 Therefore take no thought, saping,
Phat shall we eat? Or, What shall twe
drink? Or, Wherewithal shall we be
tlothed?

32 Ffor after all these things do the
Gentiles  seek: for pour peabenly
Jfather knotweth that pe habve need of all
these things.

33 WBut seek pe first the kingdom of
God, and his righteousness; and all
these things shall be adbded unto pou.

34 Wake therefore no thought for the
morrow: for the morrow ghall take
thought for the things of itself.
Sufficient unto the dap s the ebil
thereof.

Chapter 7
1 Judge not, that ye be not judged.

2 ffor with what judgment pe judge, pe
shall be judged: and with twhat



meagure ye mete, it shall be meagured
to you again.

3 And why beholdest thou the mote that
is in thy brother's epe, but considerest
not the beam that ig in thine otwn epe?

4 Or hotw wilt thou sap to thy brother,
Let me pull out the mote out of thine
epe; and, behold, a beam is in thine
oton epe?

5 Thou bppocrite, first cast out the
beam out of thine own epe; and then
shalt thou gee clearly to cagst out the
mote out of thy brother's epe.

6 Givbe not that which is holp unto the
doqg, neither cast pe pour pearls before
stoine, lest they trample them under
their feet, and turn again and rend pou.

7 Agk, and it shall be given pou; seek,
and pe shall find; Enock, and it gshall be
opened unto pou:

8 Jfor eberp one that asketh receibeth;
and be that geeketh findeth; and to him
that knocketh it shall be opened.

9 ®r what man is there of you, whom
if hig son agk bread, will he give him a
stone?

10 Or if be ask a fish, will he give him
a serpent?
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11 3f pe then, being ebil, knotw hoto to
gibe good gifts unto pour children, how
much more shall pour ffather which is
in heaben gibe good things to them that
ask hinm?

12 Therefore all things whatsoeber pe
would that men ghould do to pou, do pe
eben go to them: for this is the [aw and
the prophets.

13 Enter pe in at the strait gate: for
wide ig the gate, and broad is the way,
that leabeth to destruction, and many
there be which qo in there at:

14 Becauge strait is the gate, and
narrow is the wap, which leadeth unto
[ife, and fetw there be that find if.

15 Beware of false prophets, twbich
come to pou in sheep's clothing, but
inwardly they are rabening wolbes.

16 Pe shall knotw them by their fruits.
Do men gather gqrapes of thorng, or
fing of thigtles?

17 Even so ebery good tree bringeth
forth good fruit; but a corrupt tree
bringeth forth ebil fruit.

18 & good tree cannot bring forth ebil
fruit, neither can a corrupt tree bring
forth qood fruit.



19 Every tree that bringeth not forth
good fruit is heton doton, and cast into
the fire.

20 YWherefore by their fruits pe shall
knotw them.

21 Pot eberpone that saith unto me,
Pord, FLord, shall enter into the
Ringdom of heaben; but he that doeth
the will of mp FFather twbhich is in
heaven.

22 Many will sap to me in that dap,
P ord, Lord, habe we not prophesied in
thy name? dnd in thy name habe cast
out debils? And in thy name done many
wonderful works?

23 And then will I profess unto them,
3 neber knetw pou: depart from me, pe
that work iniquity. If pe be in mp
bogom, but do not the will of myp
Ffather in heaven, out of mp bogom I

will cagt pou.

24 Therefore whosoeber heareth these
sapings of mine, and doeth them, I
will liken him unto a wise man, which
built hig housge upon a vock:

25 And the rain descended, and the
floods came, and the windg blew, and
beat upon that houge; and it fell not: for
it was founded upon a rock.
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26 And ebery one that heaveth these
sapings of mine, and doeth them not,
shall be likened unto a foolish man,
which built his house upon the sand:

27 And the rain descended, and the
floodg came, and the winds blew, and
beat upon that house; and it fell: and
areat was the fall of if.

28 And it came to pass, when Jesus
bad ended these sapings, the people
twere astonished at his doctrine:

29 Jfor bhe preached 7o them as one
habing great power and not ag the rest
of the sages.

Chapter 8

1 ¥hen he was come dotwn from the
mountain, great multitudes follotwed
him.

2 And, behold, there came a [eper and
worshipped him, saping, Lord, if thou
wilt, thou canst make me clean.

3 And Jesus put forth his hand, and
touched bhim, saping, I twill; be thou
clean. And immediately bhis [eprosy
wasg cleanged.

4 And Jesus saith unto him, See thou
tell no man; but go thy wap, shew
thygelf to the priest, and offer the wift



that Moses commanded, for a

tegtimony unto them.

5 And when Jesus was entered into
Capernaum, there came unto him a
centurion, begeeching him,

6 And saping, Lord, mp serbant lieth
at home gick of the palsy, ariebously
tormented.

7 And Jesus saith unto him, I twill
come and heal him.

8 The centurion ansiwered and said,
Pord, I am not worthy that thou
shouldegt come under my rvoof: but
speak the word onlp, and my gerbant
shall be healed.

9 Ffor I am a man under authority,
habing soldiers under me: and I sap to
this man, Go, and bhe goeth; and to
another, Come, and he cometh; and to
myp serbant, Do thig, and he doeth it.

10 YWhen Jesus heard it, he marbeled,
and said to them that follotwed, Perilp
3 sap unto pou, I have not found so
great faith, no, not in Israel.

11 dnd ¥ sap unto pou, That many
shall come from the east and west, and
shall sit dotwn with Abrabam, and
Psaac, and Jacob, in the kingdom of
heaben.
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12 But the children of the Kingdom
shall be cast out into outer darknegs:
there shall be weeping and gnashing of
teeth.

13 And Jesus said unto the centurion,
Go thy wap; and as thou hast beliebed,
so be it done unto thee. And bhis
serbant was bhealed in the selfgsame
hour.

14 dnd when FJesus twas come into
Peter's house, bhe saw his twife's
mother [aid, and gick of a fever.

15 @nd bhe touched her hand, and the
fever left Dber: and ghe aroge, and
minigtered unto them.

16 When the eben was come, they
brought unto bhim manpy that were
possegssed with debils: and he cagst out
the spirits with his word, and healed
all that were gick:

17 That it might be fulfilled which was
spoken by Hsaiah the propbet, saping,
Himsgelf took our infirmities, and bare
our sicknesses.

18 Pow when Fesus saw great
multitudbes about bhim, be gabe
commandment to depart unto the other
side.



19 And a certain scribe came, and said
unto him, Master, I will follotw thee
whithergoeber thou goest.

20 And Jesus saith unto him, The
foxes bhabe holeg, and the birds of the
aiv habe nests; but the Son of man
hath not where to [ap hig head.

21 And one of his digciples said unto
him, Lord, suffer me first to qo and
bury my father.

22 PBut Jesus said unto him, FFollotw
me; and [et the dead bury their dead.

23 dAnd when bhe was entered into a
ship, big digciples followed him.

24 dAnd, behold, there arose a great
tempest in the sea, insomuch that the
ship was cobered with the wabes: but
he was agleep.

25 And his disciples came to him, and
awoke him, saping, Lord, sabe us: twe
perish.

26 And he saith unto them, Phy are pe
fearful, ® pe of little faith? Then bhe
arose, and rebuked the winds and the
sea; and there wasg a gqreat calm.

27 WBut the men marbeled, saping,
Phat manner of man is this, that eben
the windg and the sea obey him!
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28 And when he was come to the other
side into  the country of the
Gergesenes, there met him  thoo
posgessed with debils, coming out of
the tombsg, exceeding fierce, So that no
man might pass by that wap.

29 And, behold, they cried out, saping,
Yhat have we to do with thee, Jesus,
thou Son of God? Art thou come hither
to torment us before the time?

30 And there was a good wap off from
them an herd of many stwine feeding.

31 S0 the bdebils besought bim,
saping, If thou cast us out, suffer us
to go away into the herd of stwine.

32 dnd be said unto them, Go. And
twhen they were come out, they went
into the herd of swine: and, behold, the
twhole herd of stwine van biolently doton
a gteep place into the sea, and perished
in the waters.

33 And thep that kept them fled, and
went their waps into the city, and told
everpthing, and what wag befallen to
the posgessed of the debils.

34 Anv, behold, the whole city came out
to meet Jesus: and when they satw him,
they begought him that he would depart
out of their coasts.

Chapter 9



1 dAnd bhe entered into a ship, and
pagsed ober, and came into his own
citp.

2 dAnb, behold, they brought to him a
man gick of the palgy, [ying on a bed:
and Jesus seeing their faith said unto
the sick of the palsy; Son, be of good
ctheer; it ig by the faith of God that pour
ging babe been forgiven.

3 dAnd, behold, certain of the scribes
said within themselbes, This man
blagphemeth.

4 And Jesus knowing their thoughts
said, Wherefore think pe ebil in pour
hearts?

5 Ffor whether is eagier, to sap, Thy
sing be forgiben thee; or to sap, Arise,
and walk?

6 But that ye map knotw that the Son
of man bath power on earth to forgibe
sing, then saith be to the gick of the
palsy, drige, take up thy bed, and go
unto thine houge.

7 And he arose, and departed to his
house.

8 But when the multitudes satw it, they
marbeled, and glorified God, which had
giben such potwer unto men.
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O dAnd as Fesus passed forth from
thence, he satw a man, named Matthew,
sitting at the receipt of cugtom: and he
saith unto him, Follow me. And he
aroge, and follotwed him.

10 And it came to pass, as Jesus sat
at meat in the house, Dbehold, many
publicans and sinners came and sat
dotwn with him and his disciples.

11 dnd when the Pharisees satw it,
they said unto his disciples, Php
eateth pour Master with publicans and
sinners?

12 But when Jesus heard that, he said
unto them, Theyp that be whole need not
a physician, but they that are sick.

13 But go pe and learn twbat that
meaneth, ¥ twill habe mercy, and not
gacrifice: for I am not come to call the
righteous, but ginners.

14 Then came to him the disciples of
Jobn, saping, Phy bdo we and the
Pharisees fast oft, but thy disciples
fast not?

15 And Jesus said unto them, Can the
children of the bride chamber mourn, as
[ong as the bridegroom is with them?
But the daps will come, twhen the
bridegroom shall be taken from them,
and then ghall they fast.



16 320 man putteth a piece of netw cloth
unto an old garment, for that which is
put in to fill it up taketh from the
garment, and the rent i made worge.

17 Peither do men put new wine into
old bottles: else the bottles break, and
the wine runneth out, and the bottles
perish: but they put netw wine into new
bottleg, and both are pregerbed.

18 YWhile he spake these things unto
them, bebold, there came a certain
ruler, and worshipped bhim, saping,
My daughter is eben now dead: but
come and lap thy hand upon her, and
she shall live.

19 dAnd Jesus arvose, and followed
him, and so did his disciples.

20 dnd, behold, a woman, named
SHarrosa, which was diseased with an
issue of blood tiwelbe pearsg, came
behind him, and touched the hem of his
garment:

21 Ffor she said within herself, If I
may but touch his garment, I shall be
whole.

22 But Jesus turned him about, and
twhen he saw her, he said, Daughter,
be of qgood comfort; thy faith hath mabde
thee whole. And the woman was made
twhole from that hour.
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23 dAnd when Fesus came into the
ruler's house, and gaw the minstrels
and the people making a noise,

24 1He said unto them, Give place: for
the maid is not dead, but sleepeth. And
they laughed him to scorn.

25 But when the people were put forth,
be went in, and took bher by the hand,
and the maid arose.

26 dAnd the fame hereof went abroad
into all that land.

27 And when Jesus departed thence,
two blind men followed him, crying,
and saping, Thou gson of Dabid, habe
mercy on us.

28 dAnd when bhe was come into the
houge, the blind men came to him: and
Jesus saith unto them, Beliebe pe that
¥ am able to do this? They said unto
him, Pea, Lord.

29 When touched he their epes, saping,
According to pour faith be it unto pou.

30 And their epes were opened; and
Jesus straightly charged them, saping,
See that no man knot it.

31 But thep, when they twere departed,
spread abroad bhig fame in all that
country.



32 QAs they twent out, behold, thep
brought to him a dumb man posgessed
with a debil.

33 dAnd when the debil was cast out,
the dumb gpake: and the multitudes
marbeled, saping, It was neber so
seen in Israel.

34 MBut the Pharisees said, BHe casteth
out debils through the prince of the
debils.

35 And Jesus went about all the cities
and  billageg, teaching in  their
spnagogues, and preaching the gospel
of the Kingdom, and Dpealing ebery
sicknegs and ebery digease among the
people.

36 FBut when he saw the multitudes, he
twas mobed with compassion on them,
because they fainted, and toere
scattered abroad, ag sheep habing no
shepherd.

37 Then saith he unto his disciples,
@The harbest truly is plenteous, but the
[aborers are fetv;

38 Prap pe therefore the Lord of the
barvest, that bhe 1will gend forth
[aborers into his harbest.

Chapter 10
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1 And when he had called unto him his
tioelbe digciples, he gabe them potwer
againgt unclean gpiritg, to cast them
out, and to heal all manner of sicknegs
and all manner of disease.

2 Pow the names of the tiwelbe
apostles are these; The first, Simon,
who is called Peter, and Andrew his
brother; James the son of Zebedee, and
Jobn his brother;

3 Philip, and Bartholomew; Thomas,
and Matthetw the publican; James the
son of Alphaeus, and Lebbaeus, whose
surname was Thaddaeus;

4 Simon the Canaanite, and Judag
Yscariot, who also betraped him.

5 These twelbe Jesus sent forth, and
commanded them, saping, Go not into
the way of the Gentiles, and into any
city of the Samaritans enter pe not:

6 MBut go rather to the lost sheep of the
house of Fsrael.

7 And as pe go, preach, saping, The
Kkingdom of heaben is at hand.

8 THeal the gick, cleanse the lepers,
raige the dead, cagt out devils: freely pe
babe receibed, freely gibe.

9 Provide neither gold, nor gilver, nor
bragg in pour purses,



10 For scrip for pour journep, neither
fivo coats, mneither shoes, nor pet
stabes: for the workman is worthy of
his meat.

11 dnd into whatsoeber city pe shall
enter, enquire who in it s worthy; and
there abide till pe go thence.

12 And twhen pe come into a house,
salute it gaping, Peace unto this
houge.

13 And if the house be worthy, let pour
peace come upon it: but if it be not
worthy, let pour peace return to pou.

14 dnd whosoeber shall not receibe
pou, nor Phear pour words, when pe
depart out of that city, shake off the
dust of pour feet.

15 Perily I sap unto pou, It shall be
more tolerable for the [and of Sodom
and Gomorrah in the dapy of judgment,
than for that citp.

16 DBebhold, I send pou forth as sheep
in the midst of wolbes: be pe therefore
wise more than serpents, and harmless
asg dobes.

17 But beware of men: for they will
deliber pou up to the councilg, and they
will scourge pou in their spynagogues;
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18 dnd pe sghall stand Dbefore
gobernors and kings for my gake, for a
tegtimony againgt them and the
Gentiles.

19 But when they deliver pou up, take
no thought hotw or what pe shall speak.

20 Ffor it is not pe that speak, but the
Spirit of pour Ffather which speaketh
in pou.

21 dnbd the brother shall deliver up the
brother to bdeath, and the father the
child: and the children ghall rise up
against their parents, and cause them
to be put to death.

22 And pe shall be hated of all men for
my name's sake: but he that endureth
to the end shall be sabed.

23 But when they persecute pou in this
citp, flee pe into another: for verily 3
sap unto pou, Pe shall not habe gone
ober the cities of Israel, till the Son of
man be come.

24 The Ddisciple i not abobe bhig
magter, nor the gerbant abobe hig lord.

25 Jt is enough for the disciple that he
be as his master, and the gerbant as
hig lord. If thep habe called the master
of the bouse Beelsebub, hotw much
more shall they call them of bis
hougehold?



26 Jfear them not therefore: for there
is nothing cobered, that ghall not be
rebealed; and hid, that ghall not be
Enoton.

27 Yhat ¥ tell pou in darkness, that
speak pe in light: and what pe hear in
the ear, that preach pe upon the
housgetops.

28 And fear not them twhich kill the
body, but are not able to Kill the soul:
but vather fear him which ig able to
degtroy both goul and body in hell.

29 dre not two sparrows sold for a
farthing? And one of them shall not fall
on the ground without pour Ffather.

30 But the verpy hairs of pour head are
all numbered.

31 Ffear pe not therefore, pye are of
more balue than many gparrowsg.

32 Whosoever therefore shall confess
me before men, him will I confess also
before myp Jfather which is in heaben.

33 But whosoever shall deny me
before men, bhim will I also deny
before my Jfather wbhich is in heaben.

34 Think not that I am come to gend
peace on earth: I came not to gend
peace, but a sword.
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35 Ffor I am come to set a man at
bariance against bhig father, and the
daughter against her mother, and the
daughter in latw againgt her mother in
lal.

36a And a man's foes shall be they of
his otwn hougehold.

36b I chooge for mpself the most
worthy; the mogt worthy are thosge
twhom myp FFather in heaben hag giben
me.

37 e that lobeth father or mother
more than me is not worthy of me.

38 And he that taketh not his poke, and
followeth after me, is not worthy of me.

39 e that findeth his life shall loge it:
and be that logeth big life for mp gake
shall find it.

40 THe that veceibeth pou receibeth me,
and bhe that veceibeth me veceiveth him
that sent me.

41 e that veceibeth a prophet in the
name of a prophet ghall veceibe a
prophet's reward.

42 And whosoever shall givbe to drink
unto one of thege little ones a cup of
cold tater only in the name of a



digciple, verily I sapy unto pou, he ghall
in no wise lose his reward.

Chapter 11

1 dnd it came to pass, when Jesus had
made an end of commanding his twelve
disciples, he departed thence to teach
and to preach in their cities.

2 Pow when John had heard in the
prison the works of Jesus, he sent two
of hig digciples,

3 And said unto him, Art thou he that
is to [abor, or Do we [ook for another?

4 Jesus anstered and said unto them,
Go and shew John again those things
which pe do hear and gee:

5 The blind receive their sight, and the
[epers are cleanged, and the deaf hear,
the dead are raised up, and the poor are
acquitted.

6 dAnd blessed is he, whosoeber shall
not be offended in me.

7 And as they departed, Jesus began
to say unto the multitudes concerning
Jobn, Phat went pe out into the
wilderness to see? @ reed shaken twith
the wind?

8 MBut what went pe out for to see? d
man clothed in soft raiment? Behold,
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they that wear goft clothing are in
Ringg' houses.

9 MBut what went pe out for to see? d
prophet? Pea, I sap unto pou, and
more than a propbet.

10 For this is be, of whom it is
written, Behold, I send mp messenger
before thy face, which ghall prepare thy
way before thee.

11 Perily I sap unto pou, Among
them that are born of women there hath
not rvisen a qreater than Fobhn the
Baptist: notwithstanding he that is
[eagt in the kingdom of bheaven is
greater than be.

12 And from the days of Jobhn the
Baptist until notw the Kkingdom of
heaben ig plundered, and the biolent
take it by force.

13 JFfor all the prophets and the [atw
prophesied concerning John.

14 dnd if pe twill veceibe it, this is
Elijah, which was for to come.

15 3Be that hath ears to hear, let him
hear.

16 But whereunto shall I liken this
generation? It is like unto children
sitting in the marketg, and calling unto
their fellotwg,



17 And saping, e have piped unto
pou, and pe babe not danced; we habe
mourned unto pou, and pe habe not
[amented.

18 For John came neither eating nor
drinking, and they sap, e hath a
debil.

19 The Son of man came eating and
drinking, and thep sap, Behold a man
gluttonous, and a winebibber, a friend
of publicans and sinners. LBut wisdom
is jugtified of her children.

20 Then began bhe to upbraid the citieg
wherein mogt of his mighty works
were done, because they repented not:

21 YWoe unto thee, Chorasin! YWoe
unto thee, Wethsaida! Jor if the
mighty works, which were done in pou,
had been done in Tyre and Sidon, they
would bhabe rvepented long ago in
sackcloth and aghes.

22 But ¥ sap unto pou, It shall be
more tolerable for Tyre and Sidon at
the dayp of judgment, than for you.

23 And thou, Capernaum, twhich art
exalted unto heaben, ghalt be brought
doton to hell: for if the mighty works,
twhich have been done in thee, had been
done in Sodom, it would bhabe
remained until thig dap.
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24 But I say unto pou, That it ghall
be more tolerable for the land of
Sodom in the day of judgment, than
for thee.

25 4t that time Yesus answered and
said, I am qrateful to thee, @ Ffather,
L ord of heaben and earth, because thou
hast hid these things from the wise and
prudent, and hast revealed them unto
babes.

26 Chen go, ffather: for so it seemed
good in thy sight.

27 All things are delibered unto me of
my FFather: and no man knotoeth the
Son, but the Ffather; neither knoweth
any man the JFfather, sabe the Son,
and bhe to whomsoeber the Son will
reveal him.

28 Come unto me, all pe that labor and
are heaby laden, and I will gibe pou
rest.

29 Wake my poke upon pou, and learn
of me; for ¥ am meek and lowly in
heart: and pe shall find rest unto pour
souls.

30 Ffor mp poke ig eagsp, and mpy
burden is light.

Chapter 12



1 4t that time Fesus went on the
Sabbath day through the corn; and his
disciples were hungry, and began to
pluck the ears of corn and to eaf.

2 But when the Pharisees satw it, they
said unto him, Behold, thy disciples do
that which is not lawful to do upon the
Sabbath dayp.

3 But he said unto them, Babe pe not
read twhat Babid did, when he twas
hungry, and they that were with him;

4 Howw he entered into the house of
God, and did eat the shotwbread, which
wag not [awful for him to eat, neither
for them which were with him, but only
for the priegts?

5 ®r babe pe not read in the [atw, holw
that on the Sabbath daps the priests in
the temple profane the Sabbath, and
are blamelegg?

6 But I sapy unto pou, that the temple
is areater than this.

7 But if pe had Eknoton what this
meaneth, I twill habe mercy, and not
sacrifice, pe would not habe condemned
the quiltless.

8 Ffor the Son of man is Lord eben of
the Sabbath dap.
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O And when he was departed thence, he
went into their synagogue:

10 @nd, behold, there was a man which
had big band withered gmd pe sard to
Jesus, I tmwas a magon, earning a
libing with mp bhandg; I beg pou,
Jegug, restore mp health to me, so that
3 need not beg for my food in shame.
And they asked him, saping, s it
[atwful to heal on the Sabbath daps?
that they might accuge him.

11 dnd he said unto them, Phat man
shall there be among pou, that shall
habe one gheep, and if it fall into a pit
on the Sabbath dap, will he not lap
hold on it, and [ift it out?

12 How much then is a man better
than a sheep? Wherefore it is latwful to
do well on the Sabbath days.

13 Then saith he to the man, Stretch
forth thine hand. And he stretched it
forth; and it was rvegstored whole, like
as the other.

14 Then the Pharisees went out, and
held a council against him, how they
might destroy him.

15 But when Fesus Eknew it, bhe
withdretw bimgelf from thence: and
areat multitudeg follotwed him, and he
healed them all;



16 dnd charged them that they should
not make him Enotwon:

17 That it might be fulfilled which was
spoken by Hsaial the prophet, saping,

18 Mehold my serbant, whom I habe
chogen; my belobed, in whom my soul
is well pleaged: I will put mp gpirit
upon him, and he shall shetw judgment
to the Gentiles.

19 He shall not strive, nor cry; neither
shall anp man bear bhig boice in the
streefs.

20 A bruised reed shall he not break,
and smoking flax shall he not quench,
till bhe gend forth judgment unto
bictory.

21 And in his name shall the Gentiles
frust.

22 Then was brought unto him one
posgessed with a debil, blind, and
dumb: and be healed bhim, insomuch
that the blind and dumb both spake and
satw.

23 And all the people were amased, and
said, s not this the son of Dabid?

24 But when the Pharisees heard i,
they said, This fellow doth not cast out
debils, but by eelzebub the prince of
the debils.
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25 And Jesus knetw their thoughts,
and said unto them, Every kingdom
Dibided against itself is brought to
degolation; and ebery city or house
Dibided against itself shall not gtand:

26 dnd if Satan cast out Satan, he is
Dibided againgt himself; how ghall then
his Kingdom stand?

27 And if ¥ by Beelzebub cast out
debils, by whom do pour children cast
them out? Therefore they shall be pour
judges.

28 WBut if I cast out debils by the
Spirit of God, then the kingdom of
God (s come unto pou.

29 Or else how can one enter into a
strong man's houge, and spoil bhig
qoodsg, except he first bind the strong
man? And then he will spoil his house.

30 1Be that is not with me is againgt
me; and bhe that gathereth not with me
scattereth abroabd.

31 Pperefore I sap unto pou, all
manner of gin and blagphemy shall be
forgiven unto men: but the blagphemy
against the Holy Ghost shall not be
forgiven unto men.

32 dAnd whosoeber speaketh a word
against the Son of man, it ghall be



forgiven him: but whosoeber speaketh
against the Boly Ghost, it shall not be
forgiben bim, neither in this world,
neither in the world to come.

33 Cither make the tree good, and his
fruit good; or else make the ftree
corvupt, and hig fruit corvupt: for the
tree i8 knotwn by bhis fruit.

34 © generation of bipers, howw can pe,
being ebil, speak good things? FFor out
of the abundance of the heart the mouth
speaketh good.

35 4 good man out of the good
treagure of the beart bringeth forth
good things: and an ebil man out of the
ebil treagure bringeth forth ebil things.

36 But I sap unto pou, that every idle
word that men shall speak, they shall
give account thereof in the day of
judgment.

37 Qreording to pour words pou twill
be judged, and according to pour deeds
you will be conbicted.

38 Then certain of the scribes and of
the Pbarisees answered, saping,
Master, we would see a sign from
thee.

39 But he answered and said unto
them, @n ebil and adulterous
generation geeketh after a sign; and
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there shall no sign be giben to it, but
the sign of the prophet Jonas:

40 ffor as Jonas was in the whale's
belly; so ghall the ©on of man be in the
heart of the earth.

41 The men of Pineveh shall rise in
judbgment with this generation, and
shall condemn it: becausge they repented
at the preaching of Jonasg; and, behold,
a greater than Jonas is here.

42 The queen of the south ghall rige up
in the judgment with this generation,
and ghall condemn it: for she came
from the uttermost parts of the earth to
hear the wisdom of Solomon; and,
bebhold, a greater than Solomon (s
here.

43 When the unclean spirit is gone out
of a man, be walketh through bdry
places, geeking rest, and findeth none.

44 Then be saith, I will return into
myp house from whence I came out; and
when he is come, he findeth it empty,
stoept, and garnished.

45 Then ogoeth bhe, and taketh with
bimgelf seben other spirits more
wicked than himself, and they enter in
and dwell there: and the last state of
that man ig worse than the firgt.



46 Even go shall it be algo unto this
wicked generation.

47 While he pet talked to the people,
behold, his mother and his brethren
stood without, degiring to speak with
him.

48 MBut he anstwered and said unto him
that told him, Who is mp mother? And
who are my brethren?

49 dnd bhe stretched forth bhis hand
toward his disciples, and said, LBehold
my mother and my brethren!

50 Ffor whosoeber shall do the will of
my Jfather which is in heaben, the
same (s mpy Dbrother, and gister, and
mother.

Chapter 13

1 The same day went Jesus out of the
houge, and gat by the gea gide.

2 And great multitudes were gathered
together unto him, go that he went into
a ghip, and sat; and the whole
multitude stood on the shore.

3 And he spake many things unto them
in parables, saping, Behold, a soter
twent forth to soi;
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4 And when he sotwed, some seeds fell
by the wap side, and the fowls came
and deboured them up:

5 Some fell upon stonp places, where
they bad not much earth: and forthwith
they gprung up, becauge they had no
deepness of earth:

6 dnd twhen the sun was up, they were
scorched; and because they bad no root,

they withered atway.

7 And some fell among thorns; and the
thorng gprung up, and choked them:

8 But other fell into good ground, and

brought forth fruit, sSome an
hundredfold, gome gixtpfold, gome
thirtpfold.

9 YWho hath ears to hear, let him hear.

10 dnd the disciples came, and said
unto bhim, Php speakest thou unto
them in parables?

11 He answered and said unto them,
Because it is giben unto pou to knotw
the kKingdom of heaven, but to them it is
not given.

12 Jfor whosoeber hath, to him shall
be given, and be shall habe more
abundance: but whogoeber bhath not,
from him ghall be taken away eben that

he hath.



13 Therefore speak I to them in
parables: go that wbhile seeing, they
should not gee; and while hearing, they
should not hear; and they should not
perceive, [est they should turn back.

14 @G0, and tell the people this: In
them is fulfilled the prophecy of Hsaiah,
which saith, By hearing pe shall hear,
and ghall not understand; and seeing
ye ghall see, and ghall not perceibe:

15 Jfor this people's Peart is twaxed
grosg, and their ears are dull of
bearving, and their epes they babe
cloged; [est at any time they should see
with their epes and hear with their
ears, and should understand with their
heart, and should be conberted, and 3
should heal them.

16 But blessed are pour epes, for they
see: and pour ears, for they hear.

17 For verilp I sap unto pou, That
many prophets and righteous men have
degired to see those things twhich pe
see, and habe not seen them; and to
hear those things which pe hear, and
have not heard them.

18 PHear pe therefore the parable of the
sofuer.

19 ¥hen anp one heareth the word of
the kingdom, and understandeth it not,
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then cometh the twicked one, and
catcheth away that which was sown in
his beart. This is he twbich receibed
seed by the wap gide.

20 MBut he that receibed the geed into
stony places, the same (s bhe that
heaveth the word, and anon with jop
receibeth it;

21 Bet hath he not root in himself, but
dureth for a while: for when tribulation
or pergecution ariseth because of the
word, by and by be is offended.

22 He also that receibed seed among
the thorns ig he that heareth the word;
and the care of this world, and the
deceitfulnegs of riches, choke the word,
and he becometh unfruitful.

23 #But he that receibed seed into the
good qground is Dhe that heareth the
word, and understandeth it; which also
beaveth fruit, and bringeth forth, some
an  hundredfold, sSome gixty, gsome
thirty.

24 Another parable put he forth unto
them, saping, The kingdom of heaben
is [ikened unto a man which sowed
qood seed in hig field:

25 But while men slept, his enemy
came and sowed tares among the
wheat, and went hig wap.



26 But when the blade was sprung up,
and brought forth fruit, then appeared
the tareg algo.

27 o the serbants of the householder
came and said unto him, Sir, didst not
thou sotv good seed in thy field? From
twhence then hath it tares?

28 e said unto them, An enemy hath
done this. The serbants said unto him,
Pilt thou then that e go and gather
them up?

29 But he said, Nap; lest while pe
gather up the tarveg, ye root up also the
wheat with them.

30 et both qrotw together until the
parbest: and in the time of barbest 3
will sap to the rveapers, @ather pe
together first the tares, and bind them
in bundleg to burn them: but gather the
wheat into my barn.

31 QAnother pavable bhe spake unto
them, saping, The kingdom of heaben
is like to a grain of mustard seed,
which a man took, and gowed in his
field:

32 Which indeed is the least of all
seeds: but when it {8 grown, it ig the
greatest among herbg, and becometh a
tree, so that the birdg of the air come
and [odae in the branches thereof.
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33 dnother parable spake bhe unto
them; The kingdom of heaben is like
unto [eaben, which a woman took, and
hid in three measures of meal, till the
whole wag leabened.

34 All these things spake Jesus unto
the multitude in parvables; and without
a parvable gpake he not unto them:

35 That it might be fulfilled which was
spoken by the propbet, saping, I will
open mpy mouth in parables; I twill
utter things which have been Kept secret
from the foundation of the world.

36 Then Fesus sent the multitude
away, and went into the houge: and his
disciples came unto bhim, gSaping,
Declare unto us the parable of the tares
of the field.

37 He answered and said unto them,
e that sotweth the qood seed (s man;

38 The field is the world; the good
seed arve the children of the Kingdom;
but the tares are the children of the
wicked one;

39 The enemy that sotwed them is the
debil; the Dbarbegt is the end of the
world; and the reapers are the angels.

40 dg therefore the tares are gathered
and burned in the five; so ghall it be in
the end of this world.



41 The Son of man shall gend forth
bis angels, and they shall gather out of
his kingdom all things that offend, and
them which do iniquity;

42 And shall cast them into a furnace
of fire: there shall be wailing and
gnashing of teeth.

43 Then shall the righteous shine forth
ag the sun in the Ringdom of their
Ffather. YWho hath ears to hear, let him
hear.

44 dqain, the kingdom of heaben is
[ike unto freasure hid in a field; the
which when a man bath found, he
hideth, and for jop thereof goeth and
selleth all that be hath, and bupeth that
field.

45 Qgain, the kingdom of heaben is
[ike unto a merchant man, seeking
goodly pearls:

46 Yho, when he had found one pearl
of great price, went and sold all that he
had, and bought it.

47 Qgain, the kingdom of heaben is
[ike unto a net, that wag cast into the
sea, and gathered of ebery Kind:

48 Phich, when it was full, they dretw
to ghore, and sat dolwn, and gathered
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the good into bessels, but cast the bad
atapy.

49 So ghall it be at the end of this age:
the angels shall come forth, and seber
the wicked from among the just,

50 And ghall cast them into the furnace
of fire: there ghall be wailing and
gnashing of teeth.

51 Yesus saith unto them, Babe pe
understood all these things? They sap
unto him, Pea, Lord.

52 Then said he unto them, Therefore
ebery scribe which (s ingtructed unto
the kingdom of heaven ig like unto a
man that is an bouseholder, which
bringeth forth out of bhis freasure
things new and old.

53 dnd it came to pass, that when
Jesus had finished these parables, he
departed thence.

54 And twhen he was come into his
otwn country, he taught them in their
spnagogue, ingomuch that they were
astonighed, and said, Whence hath this
man this wisdom, and these mighty
works?

55 s not this the son of the smith and
Mary, and bis brethren, James, and
Jobn, and Simon, and Judas?



56 And his gisters, are they not all
with us? YWhence then hath this man all
these thingg?

57 And they were offended in him. LBut
Yesus said unto them, & prophet is not
without bhonor, gabe in bhis otwn
country, and in hig otwn houge.

58 And he did not many mighty works
there because of their unbelief.

Chapter 14

1 At that time Berod the tetrarch heard
of the fame of Jesus,

2 And gaid unto his serbants, This is
Jobn the Baptist who I beheaded; he
is rvigen from the dead; and therefore
mighty works do  shetn  forth
themselbes in him.

3 Ffor Herod had laid hold on John,
and bound him, and put him in prison
for PHerodias’ sake, his brother’s wife.

4 Ffor John gaid unto him, It is not
[atwful for thee to have her.

5 And twhen he would habe put him to
death, be feared the multitude, because
they counted him as a prophet.

6 Wut when Berod's birthday twas
kept, 4ig daughter danced before them,
and pleased BHerod.
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7 YWhereupon he promised with an oath
to gibe her whatsoever she would ask.

8 dAnd she, being before instructed of
her mother, said, &Give me here John
Baptist's head.

9 dnd the king ias sgorry:
nevertheless for the oath's sake, and
them which gat with him at meat, he
commanded it to be given her.

10 And he gent, and beheaded Jobn in
the prison.

11 dnd bhis head was brought in a
charger, and given to the damgel: and
she brought it to her mother.

12 And his disciples came, and took up
the body, and buried it, and went and
told Jesus.

13 When Fesus bheard of it, he
departed thence by ship into a degert
place apart: and when the people had
heard thereof, they follotwed him on foot
out of the cities.

14 dAnd Jesus went forth, and saw a
great multitude, and wag mobed with
compassion toward them, and he healed
their sick.

15 dnd twben it was ebening, bis
digciples came to him, saping, This is



a degert place, and the time S now
past; send the multitude awap, that they
may go into the billages, and buy
themselbes victualg.

16 But he said unto them, Thep need
not depart; give pe them to eat.

17 dnd they sap unto him, e habe
here but five [oabeg, and two fighes.

18 Be said, Bring them hither to me.

19 And he commanded the multitude to
sit doton on the qrags, and took the five
[oabeg, and the two fighes, and looking
up to bheaven, he blesged, and brake,
and gabe the loaves to hig digciples,
and the disciples to the multitude.

20 dnd thep did all eat, and wwere

filled: and they took up of the
fragments that remained tiwelbe
baskets full.

21 And the number of those who had
eaten wag about five thougand men,
begide women and children.

22 And straightvay Jesus constrained
his digciples to get into a ghip, and to
ao before him unto the other side, while
be gent the multitudes away.

23 dAnd when be bhad sent the
multitudes awap, be went up into a
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mountain apart to prap: and when the
ebening wasg come, he wasg there alone.

24 But the ship was notw in the midst
of the gea, tosged with wabes: for the
wind was contrary.

25 And in the fourth watch of the night
Jesus went unto them, walking on the
sea.

26 And twbhen the disciples saw him
walking on the sea, they were troubled,
saping, It is a gpivit; and thep cried
out for fear.

27 But straightivay he spake unto
them, saping, MBe of good cheer; it is ;
be not afraid.

28 And Peter anstwered him and said,
Lord, if it be thou, bid me come unto
thee on the water.

29 And bhe said, Come. And when
Peter was come down out of the ship,
he walked on the water, to go to Jesus.

30 But when bhe satw the wind
boigterous, be iwag afraid; and
beginning to gink, he cried, saping,
Lord, sabe me.

31 dnd immediately Jesus stretched
forth big band, and caught bhim, and
said unto him, @ thou of little faith,
wherefore didst thou doubt?



32 And when they were come into the
ship, the wind ceaged.

33 Then they that were in the ship
came and worshipped him, saping, Of
a truth thou art the Son of God.

34 dnd when thep were gone ober, they
came into the land of Gennegaret.

35 And when the men of that place had
Enotwledge of him, they sent out into all
that country round about, and brought
unto him all that were diseased;

36 And besought him that they might
only touch the hem of hig garment: and
ag many as touched twere made
perfectly whole.

Chapter 15

1 Then came to FJesug scribes and
Pharisees, which were of FJerusalem,
saping,

2 YWhy do thy disciples transaress the
tradition of the elders? FFor they wash
not their hands when they eat bread.

3 HBut he answered and said unto them,
Php bdo pe also transaress the
commandment of &od by pour
tradition?
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4 AJfor God commanded, saping,
Honor thy father and mother: and, He
that curgeth father or mother, let him
die the death.

5 But pe sap, It is an offering by
which ye may be profited by me;

6 dnd bhonor not his father or bhis
mother, be shall be free. Thus habve pe
made the commandment of God of none
effect by pour tradition.

7 Be bhypocrites, well did Hgaiab
prophesy of pou, saping,

8 This people drawweth nigh unto me
with their mouth, and honoreth me with
their lips; but their heart is far from
me.

9 But in bain they do tworship me,
teaching for doctrines the
commandments of men.

10 And be called the multitude, and
said unto them, Bear, and understand:

11 ot that which goeth into the mouth
defileth a man; but that which cometh
out of the mouth, this defileth a man.

12 Then came hig digciples, and said
unto  bhim, Knotwest thou that the
Pharigsees twere offended, after thep
heard this gaping?



13 But he answered and said, Every
plant, which myp heavenly FFather hath
not planted, ghall be rooted up.

14 ZLet them alone: they be blind
[eaders of the blind. @And if the blind
[ead the blind, both ghall fall into the
ditch.

15 Then answered Peter and said
unto  bhim, Declare unto us this
parable.

16 dnd Jesus said, dre pe also pet
without undergtanding?

17 Do not pe pet understand, that
whatgoeber entereth in at the mouth
goeth into the belly, and (s cagt out into
the draught?

18 But those things which proceed out
of the mouth come forth from the heart;

and thep vefile the man.

19 Ffor out of the heart proceed ebil

thoughts, murders, adbulteries,
fornications, theftg, falge witness,
blagphemies:

20 These are the things which defile a
man: but to eat with unwaghen hands
defileth not a man.

21 Then Fesus twent thence, and
departed into the coasts of TWyre and
Sidon.
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22 dAnbd, bebhold, a woman of Canaan
came out of the same coasts, and cried
unto him, saping, Habe mercy on me,
® Yord, thou son of Babid; myp
daughter is grievougly vexed with a
debil.

23 But he answered her not a tword.
And bhis disciples came and besought
him, saping, Send her awap; for she
crieth after us.

24 But he answered and said, I am
not gent but unto the logt sheep of the
house of Fsrael.

25 Then came she and worghipped
him, saping, Lord, help me.

26 But he anstered and said, It is
not rvight to take the children's breabd,
and to cast it to dogs.

27 And ghe said, Truth, Lord: pet the
doqgsg eat of the crumbs which fall from
their magtersg' table.

28 Then Fesus anstered and said
unto her, ® woman, great is thy faith:
be it unto thee eben as thou wilt. And
her daughter was made whole from that
bery hour.

29 And Jesus departed from thence,
and came nigh unto the gsea of Galilee;



and went up into a mountain, and sat
doton there.

30 And qreat multitudes came unto
him, habving with them thoge that were
[ame, blind, maimed, and many others,
and cagt them doton at Jesus' feet; and
he healed them all:

31 JInsomuch that the multitude
wondered, when they saw the dumb to
speak, the maimed to be twhole, the
[ame to walk, and the blind to see: and
thepy glorified the Gobd of Hsrael.

32 Then FJesus called his disciples
unto him, and said, ¥ habe compassion
on the multitude, because they continue
with me now three daps, and Dhabe
nothing to eat: and I twill not gend
them away fasting.

33 And bis disciples sap unto him,
Phence should we have so much bread
in the wildernegs, as to fill so qreat a
multitude?

34 And Jesus saith unto them, Botw
many loabes habe pe? And they said,
Sebven, and a fetw little fishes.

35 dAnd he commanded the multitude to
sit down on the ground.

36 dAnd bhe took the seven loabes and
the fishes, and gabe thanks, and brake
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them, and gabe to hig digciples, and the
digciples to the multitude.

37 And they did all eat, and wwere
filled: and they took up of the broken
meat that wasg [eft seben baskets full.

38 dAnd thep that did eat were four
thousand men, beside women and
children.

39 dAnd bhe sent awap the multitude,
and took ship, and came into the coasts
of Magdala.

Chapter 16

1 The Pbharisees also with the
Sadducees came, and tempting desired
him that he would shew them a sign
from heaven.

2 3He anstwered and said unto them,

3 A wicked generation geeketh after a
sign;

4 and there ghall no gign be giben unto
it, but the gign of the prophet Jonas.
And bhe left them, and departed.

5 And when his disciples were come to
the other gibe, thep bhad forgotten to
take bread.



6 Then Jegus gaid unto them, Take
heed and beware of the leaben of the
Pharisees and of the Sadducees.

7 dnd they reasoned among
themselbes, saping, It is because e
habe taken no breabd.

8 Yhich when Jesus perceibed, he said
unto them, © pe of little faith, twhy
reason pe among pourselbes, because
ye babe brought no bread?

9 Do pe not pet understand, neither
remember the fibe loabes of the fibe
thougsand, and hotw many baskets pe
took up?

10 Reither the seben loabes of the four
thousand, and bhow many baskets pe
took up?

11 Hoto is it that pe do not understand
that ¥ spake it not to pou concerning
bread, that pe ghould beware of the
[eaben of the Pbharisees and of the
Sadducees?

12 Then understood they hoto that he
bade them not beware of the [eaben of
the bread loaves, but of the bebabior of
the Pharisees and of the Sadducees.

13 When Jesus came into the coasts of
Caesarea Pbhilippi, be asked bhis
digciples, saping, Yhom do men sap
that I the Son of man am?
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14 And they said, Some sap that thou
art Jobn the Waptist: some, Elijab;
and others, Jeremiah, or one of the
prophets.

15 e saith unto them, LBut whom sap
pe that I ann?

16 dnd Simon Peter angwered and
said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of
the libing Gobd.

17 dnd Jesus anstoered and said unto
him, Blegsed art thou, Simon gon of
Jobn: for flesh and blood bath not
rebealed it unto thee, but mp FFather
which i in heaben.

18 dAnd ¥ sap also unto thee, That
thou art Peter, and upon this rock I
will build mp chureh; and the gates of
hell shall not prevail againgt it.

19 dnd ¥ will gibe unto thee the keps

of the Ringdom of beaben: and
whatgoeber thou ghalt bind on earth
shall be Dbound in  Dbeaben: and

whatgoeber thou ghalt [ooge on earth
shall be [ooged in heaben.

20 Then rebuked he his digciples that
they gshould tell no man that he was
Jesus the Christ.

21 Jfrom that time forth began FJesus
to shetw unto his disciples, hotw that he



must go unto Jerusalem, and suffer
many things of the elders and chief
priests and gceribeg, and be Killed, and
be raiged again the third dapy.

22 When Peter took him, and began to
rebuke bhim, saping, e it far from
thee, Lord: this shall not be unto thee.

23 But bhe turned, and said unto
Peter, Get thee behind me, Satan:
thou art an offence unto me: for thou
saborest not the things that be of Gobd,
but thoge that be of men.

24 TWhen said Jesus unto his disciples,
It any man will come after me, let him
deny himgelf, and take up his poke, and
follotw me.

25 4for whosoeber will sabe his life
shall [oge it: and whosoeber will (ose
bis life for my gake ghall find it.

26 Jfor what is a man profited, if he
shall gain the whole world, and lose
his otwon soul? ®r what shall a man
gibe in exchange for his soul?

27 For the Son of man shall come in
the glory of bis Ffather with bhis
angels; and then he ghall reward ebery
man according to hig works.

28 Perily I sap unto pou, There be
some gtanding bhere, which shall not
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tagte of death, till they see the Son of
man coming in hig kingdom.

Chapter 17

1 dnd after gix daps Fesus taketh
Peter, James, and John bis brother,
and bringeth them up into a very high
mountain,

2 And was transfigured before them:
and his face did ghine as the sun, and
his raiment wag white as snotw.

3 And, bebold, there appeared unto
them Moses and Elijah talking twith
him.

4 Then angtwered Peter, and said unto
Jesus, Lord, it is good for us to be
bere: if thou wilt, let us make bhere
three tabernacles; one for thee, and one
for Moses, and one for Elijab.

5 While he pet spake, behold, a bright
cloud obershadotwed them: and behold a
boice out of the cloud, which said, This
is my belobed Son, in whom I am well
pleaged; hear pe him.

6 And when the disciples heard it, they
fell on their face, and were sore afraid.

7 And Jesus came and touched them,
and said, drise, and be not afraid.



8 And wbhen thep bad lifted up their
epes, they salw no man, sabe FJesus
onlp.

9 And as they came down from the
mountain, Jesus charged  them,
saping, Tell the bigion to no man,
until the Son of man be risen again
from the beabd.

10 dnd bis disciples asked bhim,
saping, Why then sap the scribes that
Clijah must first come?

11 dnd Jesus ansiwered and said unto
them, Elijah trulp ghall first come, and
gabe all the world.

12 But ¥ sap unto pou, That Elijabh is
come alveady, and they Enew him not,
but bhabe done unto him wwhatsoeber
they ligted.

13 Then the digciples understood that
he gpake unto them of Fobhn the
Baptist. So also the Son of MHan is
about to guffer at their hands.

14 dnd twhen they were come to the
multitude, there came to him a certain
man, EKneeling dotwn to bhim, and
saping,

15 Lord, have mercy on mp son: for he
is lunatic, and gore bexed: for often he
falleth into the fire, and oft into the
ater.
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16 dnd 3 brought him to thy disciples,
and thepy could not cure him.

17 Then Jesus anstoered and said, @
faithlesg and perberse generation, hotw
long shall I be with you? How long
shall I guffer pou? Bring him hither to
me.

18 dnd they brought him unto him:
and when bhe satw him, straightvay the
gpivit tare him; and he fell on the
ground, and twallowed foaming. @And
be agked his father, Hotw long is it ago
gince this came unto him? @And he gaid,
Of a child. And often it hath cast him
into the fire, and into the waters, to
degtroy bhim: but if thou canst do
anpthing, babe compaggion on usg, and
help ug. Jegug gaid unto him, If thou
cangt beliebe, all things are pogsible to
him that beliebeth. And straightivay the
father of the child cried out, Lord, I
beliebe; help thou mine unbelief. Fhen
Jesus gatw that the people came
running together, he rebuked the foul
gpirit, saping unto him, Thou dumb
and deaf spirit, I charge thee, come out
of him, and enter no more into him.
And the spirit cried, and rent him sore,
and came out of him: and he was as one
dead; ingomuch that many saiv, He is
dead. But Jesus took him by the hand,
and lifted him up; and he arose.



19 Then came the disciples to Jesus
apart, and said, by could not twe cast
him out?

20 dnd Fesus said unto them,
Because of pour littleness of faith: for
berily I sapy unto pou, If pe have faith
ag a grain of mugtard seed, pe ghall
sap unto this mountain, Remobe hence
to ponder place; and it shall remobe;
and nothing ghall be tmpogsible unto
pou.

21 And wbhile they abode in Galilee,
Yesus said unto them,

22 The Son of man shall be betraped
into the hands of men:

23 dAnd thep shall kill him, and the
third dapy he shall be raised again. And
they were exceeding sorry.

24 dnd twbhen they twere come fto
Capernaum, thep that veceibed tribute
monep came to Peter, and said, Doth
not pour master pap tribute?

25 e saith, Pes. And when he was
come into the houge, Yesus prevented
him, saping, What thinkest thou,
Simon? Of whom do the kings of the
earth take custom or tribute? Of their
otwn children, or of strangers?
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26 e saith unto him, Of strangers.
Jesus saith unto him, Then are the
children free.

27 Potwithstanding, [est we should
offend them, go thou to the gea, and
cast an hook, and take up the fish that
first cometh up; and when thou bhast
opened his mouth, thou ghalt find a
piece of monep: that take, and gibe unto
them for me and thee.

Chapter 18

1 At the same time came the digciples
unto  Jesus, saping, Who is the
greatest in the kKingdom of heaven?

2 And Jesusg called a little child unto
him, and set him in the midst of them,

3 dnd said, Perilp I sap unto pou,
Except pe be conberted, and become as
[ittle children, pe ghall not enter into
the kKingdom of heaben.

4 Yhosoeber therefore shall humble
himself as thig little child, the game (s
greatest in the kKingdom of heaven.

5 And twhoso shall receive one such
[ittle child in mpy name receiveth me.

6 But whoso shall offend one of these
[ittle ones which believe in me, it were
better for him that a millgstone were



hanged about bhig neck, and that bhe
twere drowned in the depth of the gea.

7 Yoe unto the world because of
offences! Ffor it must needs be that
offenceg come; but woe to that man by
twhom the offence cometh!

8 Wherefore if thy band or thy foot
offend thee, cut them off, and cast them
from thee: it is better for thee to enter
into [ife halt or maimed, rather than
babing two hands or two feet to be cast
into eberlasting fire.

O dAnd if thine epe offend thee, pluck it
out, and cagt it from thee: it is better
for thee to enter into life with one epe,
rather than babing two epes to be cast
into hell five.

10 Take heed that pe despise not one of
these little ones who believeth in me;
for ¥ sap unto pou, That in heaben
their angels do alwaps behold the face
of mp FFather which is in heaben.

11 For the Son of man has stopped
gabing the enemyp.

12 Hotw think pe? If a man babe an
hundred sheep, and one of them be gone
agtray, doth he not leabe the ninety and
nine, and goeth and seeketh that which
is gone astrap?
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13 And if so be that he find it, berily 3
sap unto pou, he vejoiceth more of that
sheep, than of the ninety and nine
which went not agtrap.

14 Even so it is not the will of pour
Jfather which is in heaben, that one of
these little oneg should perigh.

15 SMoreober if thy brother sghall
trespass againgt thee, go and tell him
his fault bettween thee and him alone: if
be shall hear thee, thou hast gained thy
brother.

16 But if he will not hear thee, then
take with thee one or two more, that in
the mouth of two or three ebery word
may be egtablighed.

17 @Anb if he shall neglect to hear them,
tell it unto the church: but if he neglect
to hear the church, let him be unto thee
ag an beathen man and a publican.

18 Yerily I sap unto pou, Ebery oath
which pe ghall bind on earth is bound
in hbeaben and ebery oath which pe shall
[ooge on earth will be [oosed in heaben.

19 Qgain ¥ sap unto pou, That if two
of pyou ghall agree on earth ag touching
anpthing that thep shall agk, it shall be
done for them of mp FFather which is in
heaven.



20 Jfor where two or three are
gathered together in mp name, there
am ¥ in the mivst of them.

21 Then came Peter to himy, and said,
Pord, howw oft shall mp brother sin
against me, and I forgibe him? Jesus
saith unto him, If pour brother has
ginned by word, and hags made three
reparations, receibe him geben times in

a dap.

22 {fPeter sard unto him, Seven timeg
a dap? The Lord anstvered and sard
unto him, Pea, I gap unto thee, until
gebenty times geben times; for in the
Prophets  algo, after they ftwere
anointed twith the HBoly Spirit, a word
of gin wasg found.

23 Therefore is the kingdom of heaben
[ikened unto a certain King, wbhich
would take account of hig gerbants.

24 And when he had begun to reckon,
one was brought unto him, which otwed
him ten thougand talents.

25 But forasmuch as he had not to pap,
his lord commanded him to be gold, and
his wife, and childven, and all that he
bad, and papment to be made.

26 The gerbant therefore fell doton,
and worshipped bim, saping, Lord,
habe patience with me, and I will pap
thee all.
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27 Then the lord of that gerbant twag
mobed with compassion, and [oosed
him, and forgabe him the debt.

28 Mut the same serbant went out, and
found one of hig fellow serbants, which
otwed him an hundred pence: and he [aid
bands on him, and took bim by the
throat, saping, Pap me that thou
oluest.

29 dAnb his fellotw serbant fell dotwn at
bis feet, and Dbegought bhim, saping,
PHave patience with me, and I will pap
thee all.

30 dnd he would not: but went and
cast him into prigon, till he should pay
the debt.

31 S0 when hig fellow serbants satw
what was done, they were bery sorry,
and came and told unto their lord all
that was done.

32 Then bhis lord, after that be had
called him, said unto him, @ thou
wicked serbant, I forgabe thee all that
debt, because thou degiredst me:

33 Shouldest not thou also habe had
compagsion on thy fellow serbant, eben
as 3 hav pity on thee?



34 dnd his lord twas wroth, and
delibered him to the tormentors, till he
should pap all that was due unto him.

35 So likewise shall mp beabenly
Jfather do also unto pou, if pe from
pour bearts forgive not eberpone his
brother their trespagses.

Chapter 19

1 dnd it came to pass, that when
Jesus had finished these sapings, be
departed from @Galilee, and came into
the coasts of Judaea beyond Jordan;

2 And great multitudes follotwed him;
and be healed them there.

3 The Pharigees also came unto him,
tempting him, and saping unto him, Is
it latwful for a man to put away his wife
for ebery causge?

4 dAnd he anstered and said unto
them, Babe pe not read, that he which
mabde them at the beginning made them
male and female,

5 And said, Jfor this cause shall a
man [eabe father and mother, and shall
tleabe to his wife: and they twain shall
be one flegh?

6 Pherefore they are no more twain,
but one flesh. ¥hat therefore God hath
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joined together, let not man put

asunder.

7 They sap unto him, Phy did Hoges
then command to gibe a writing of
diborcement, and to put her awap?

8 He saith unto them, Hloses because
of the hbardness of pour hearts guffered
pyou to put atay pour wibes: but from
the beginning it was not so.

O dnd I sap unto pou, Phosoeber
shall put awap his wife, except it be for
fornication, and ghall marry another,
committeth adultery.

10 His disciples sap unto him, If the
case of the man be so with hig wife, it
is not good to marry.

11 But he said unto them, Al men
cannot receibe this saping, save they to
twhom it is given.

12 ffor there are some eunuchs, which
were so born from theivr mother's
womb: and there are gome eunuchs,
which were made eunuchs of men: and
there be eunuchg, which bhabe made
themselves eunuchs for the kingdom of
heaven's sake. e that is able to
receibe it, [et him veceibe it.

13 Then were there brought unto him
[ittle children, that he should put his



bands on them, and prap: and the
disciples rebuked them.

14 But Jesus said, Suffer little
children, and forbid them not, to come
unto me: for of such is the kingdom of
heaben.

15 dAnd he laid his hands on them, and
departed thence.

16 @dnd, bebhold, one of tiwo rich men
came and said unto him,

17 @eacher, what good thing can I do
and live?

18 e gaid to him, Sir, fulfil the latw
and the prophets.

19 Be anstwered, I habve.

20 Jesus said, Go, sell all that pou
have and distribute to the poor; and
come, follotw me.

21 But the rich man began to gcrateh
hig head, for it Did not pleage him.

22 And the Lord gaid to him, Hotw can
pou gap, I habe fulfilled the Latw and
the Prophets, when it is written in the
FLatw:

23 Pou shall lobe pour neighbor as
pourself, and many of your brothers,
gons of Jbraham, are cobered twith
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filth, dying of hunger, and pour house
is full of many gqood things, none of
twhich goes out to them? @And he went
away angry becauge he did not habe
mauch property.

24 And bhe turned and said to Simon
hig disciple, who wag gitting by him,
Simon gon of Jobn, it is easier for a
camel to go through the epe of a needle
than for the rich to enter into the
Kingdom of Beaben.

25 When his disciples heard it, they
were agtonished and they were afraid
exceedingly, saping, Yho then can be
sabed?

26 MBut Jesus beheld them, and said
unto  them, Yith men this s
imposgible; but with God all things are
possible.

27 Then anstered Peter and said
unto him, Behold, we habe forsaken
all, and followed thee; what shall we
habe therefore?

28 And Jesus said unto them, Perily
4 gay unto pou, That pe which habe
follotwed me, in the regeneration when
man ghall sit in the throne of his glory,
ye algo ghall git upon twelve thrones,
judging the twelbe tribes of Hsrael.

29 And ebery one that hath forsaken
houges, or brethren, or sisters, or



mother, or children, or landg, for my
name's sake, shall receive a manifold,
and ghall inherit eberlasting life.

30 But many that are first shall be
[agt; and the lagt shall be first.

Chapter 20

1 For the kingdom of heaben is like
unto a man that is an hougeholder,
which went out early in the morning to
bire [aborers into his binepard.

2 dnd when bhe had agreed with the
[aborers for a penny a dap, bhe sent
them into his binepard.

3 And he went out about the third hour,
and satw others standing idle in the
marketplace,

4 And said unto them; Go pe also into
the binepard, and whatsoeber is right 3
will give pou. And they went their wap.

5 Again he went out about the sixth
and ninth hour, and did [iketwige.

6 And about the elebenth hour he went
out, and found otherg standing idle,
and saith unto them, hp stand pe
here all the day idle?

7 They sap unto him, Because no man
hath bired us. He saith unto them, Go
ye algo into the binepard.
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8 S0 twhen eben was come, the lord of
the binepard gaith unto his steward,
Call the laborers, and gibe them their
bire, beginning from the lagt unto the
firgt.

O And when they came that were hired
about the elebenth hour, they receibed
ebery man a pennyp.

10 But twbhen the first came, thep
supposed that they should habe receibed
more; and they likewise receibed ebery
man a pennyp.

11 dnd when they had veceibed it, they
murmured againgt the good man of the
housge,

12 Saping, These [ast habe twrought
but one hour, and thou hagt made them
equal unto us, which bhave borne the
burden and heat of the day.

13 But he answered one of them, and
said, Friend, I do thee no wrong:
didgt not thou agree with me for a
penny?

14 Take that thine ig, and go thy wap:
I will give unto this last, eben as unto
thee.

15 ¥s it not lawful for me to do what I
will with mine otwon? s thine epe ebil,
because I am good?



16 So the last ghall be first, and the
first lagt: for many be called, but fetw
thogen.

17 dnd Jesus going up to Jerusalem
took the twelbe apart in the wap, and
said unto them,

18 Bebhold, twe go up to Jerusalem;
and the Son of man ghall be betrayed
unto the chief priests and unto the
scribeg, and they shall condemn him to
death,

19 dnd shall bdeliver bhim to the
Gentiles to mock, and to scourge, and
to hang him: and the third day he shall
rige again.

20 Then came to him the mother of
Zebedee's  children with bher sons,
worghipping bhim, and Ddegiring a
certain thing of him.

21 And be said unto her, What wilt
thou? She saith unto him, Grant that
these my two song may sit, the one on
thy right band, and the other on the [eft,
in thy kKingdom.

22 HBut Jesus answered and said, Pe
knotw not what pe ask; eben if pou
drink the cup which I drink, pyou will
not be able to enter fwhere I go and to
be baptised with the baptism that I am
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baptized with. They said unto him, We
are able.

23 And he saith unto them, Pe shall
drink indeed of my cup, and be baptized
with the baptism that I am baptized
with: but to git on my right hand, and
on my left, ig not mine to give, but it
shall be given to them for whom it is
prepared of mp FFather.

24 dnd twhen the ten heard it, thep
twere mobed with indignation against
the ttwo brethren.

25 But FJesus called them unto him,
and said, Pe know that the princes of
the Gentiles exercise dominion ober
them, and they that are great exercise
autbority upon them.

26 But it shall not be so among pou:
but whosoeber will be great among
you, [et him be pour minister;

27 And whosoever will be chief among
you, let him be pour gerbant:

28 Even as the Son of man came not
to be ministered unto, but to minister,
and to gibe big life a ransom for many.
But seek to increage from that which is
gsmall, and to become [ess from twbhich
is greater. Phen pou enter into a
houge and are summoned to dine, do
not git dotwon at the prominent places,
[est perchance a man more honorable



than pou come in afterwards, and be
who inbited you come and sap to pou,
Go dotun lotwer; and pou shall be
aghamed. But if pou git doton in the
infervior place, and one inferior to pou
come in, then he that inbited pou wwill
gap to pou, Go up higher; and this twill
be adbantageous for pou.

29 And as thepy departed from Jericho,
a great multitude follotwed him.

30 dnb, behold, two blind men fwere
sitting by the way side, and when they
beard the prophet Fesus from
Pasareth was coming, hepy cried out,
saping, Habe mercy on us, thou son of
Dabid.

31 dAnd the multitude rvebuked them,
because they should hold their peace:
but thep cried the more, saping, Babe
merey on us, ® Lord, thou son of
Dabid.

32 dnd Jesus stood still, and called
them, and said, ¥hat will pe that I
shall do unto pou?

33 They sap unto him, Lord, that our
epes may be opened.

34 S0 Jesus had compassion on them,
and  touched  their  epes: and
immediately their epes receibed gight,
and they follotwed him.
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Chapter 21

1 dnd twhen theyp drew nigh unto
Jerugalem, and twere come to
Bethphage, unto the mount of Olibes,
then gent Yesus two disciples,

2 Saping unto them, Go into the
billage ober againgt pou, and
straightwapy pe shall find an ags tied,
and a colt with bher: looge them, and
bring them unto me.

3 And if any man sap ought unto you,
pe ghall sap, The Lord hath need of
themy; and gtraightivay bhe will gend
them.

4 4Il this was done, that it might be
fulfilled wbhich was spoken by the
propbet, saping,

5 @ell pe the bdaughter of Sion,
Behold, thy King cometh unto thee,
meek, and gitting upon an ags, and a
colt the foal of an asg.

6 And the disciples went, and did as
Jesus commanded them,

7 And brought the ass, and the colf,
and put on them their clothes, and they
set him thereon.

8 And a very great multitude spread
their garments in the wap; others cut



down branches from the trees, and
strawed them in the way.

9 dAnd the multitudes that went before,
and that follotwed, cried, saping,
Hosanna to the son of Dabid: Blessed
is be that cometh in the name of the
P ord; Hosanna in the highest.

10 dnd twbhen bhe was come into
Jerusalem, all the city was mobed,
saping, Yho is this?

11 dnd the multitude said, This is
Jesus the prophet of FPasareth of
Galilee.

12 dAnd Jesus twent into the temple,
and cagt out all them that sold and
bought in the temple, and oberthretw the
tables of the monepchangers, and the
seats of them that gold dobes; for from
hig epes went forth raps which tervified
them and put them to flight.

13 dnd Pe said unto them, It is
written, My house shall be called the
houge of praper; but pe habe made it a
den of thiebes.

14 And the blind and the lame came to
him in the temple; and he healed them.

15 dAnd when the chief priests and
scribes saw the wonderful things that
he did, and the children crying in the
temple, and saping, Bosanna to the
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son of FDabid;

digpleaged,

they tere sore

16 And said unto him, PBearest thou
what these sap? And Jesus saith unto
them, Pea; habe pe never read, Out of
the mouth of babes and sucklings thou
hast perfected praise?

17 And he left them, and went out of
the city into BWethanp; and bhe lodged
there.

18 Potw in the morning as he returned
into the city, he hungered.

19 dnd when he saw a fig tree in the
wayp, be came to it, and found nothing
thereon, but leabes only, and said unto
it, FLet no fruit grow on thee
penceforwvard foreber. And presently
the fig tree withered atway.

20 And when the disciples satw it, they
marbeled, saping, BHotw soon is the fig
tree withered away!

21 Jesus anstoered and said unto
them, Perily I sap unto pou, If pe
habe faith, and doubt not, pe ghall not
only do this which is done to the fig
tree, but algo if pe ghall sap unto this
mountain, #Be thou remobed, and be
thou cast into the sea; it shall be done.



22 Anb all things, whatsoeber pe shall
agk in praper, believing, pe shall
receibe.

23 dAnd when he twas come into the
temple, the chief priests and the elders
of the people came unto him as he was
teaching, and said, LBy what authority
doest thou these things? And who gabe
thee thig authority?

24 And Jesus anstwered and said unto
them, ¥ also will agk pou one thing,
which if pe tell me, ¥ in likewise twill
tell pou by twhat authority I do these
things.

25 The baptism of FJohn, whence was
it? #from beaven, or of men? @And they
reasoned with themselves, saping, I
we ghall sap, Jfrom heaben; he will
sap unto us, Yhp did pe not then
beliebe him?

26 HBut if we shall sap, of men; we fear
the people; for all hold Fobn as a
prophet.

27 dAnd they answered Fesus, and
said, YWe cannot tell. And he said unto
them, Feither tell I pou by what
authority ¥ do these things.

28 Mut what think pe? A certain man
had two gons; and he came to the first,
and gaid, Son, go work today in my
binepard.
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29 1Be angtwered and said, I will not:
but afterward he repented, and went.

30 And he came to the second, and said
[iketwise. And he answered and said, I
a0, sir: and went not.

31 Whether of them twain did the twill
of his father? They sapy unto him, The
first. Yesus saith unto them, Yerily 3
sap unto pou, That the publicans and
the harlots go into the kingdom of God
before pou.

32 Ffor Jobhn came unto pou in the way
of righteousness, and pe beliebed him
not: but the publicang and the harlots
beliebed him: and pe, when pe had seen
it, vepented not afterward, that pe
might beliebe him.

33 THear another parable: There was a
certain householder, which planted a
binepard, and hedged it round about,
and digoed a winepress in it, and built
a tower, and let it out to hugbandmen,
and went into a far country:

34 dAnd when the time of the fruit dretw
near, be gent bhig gerbants to the
busbandmen, that theyp might rveceibe
the fruitg of it.

35 dnd the busbandmen took bis
serbantg, and beat one, and Killed
another, and stoned another.



36 dAgain, he sent other serbants more
than the firgt: and they did unto them
likevise.

37 MBut last of all he sent unto them bhis
son, saping, They will reberence my
sSon.

38 But when the husbandmen satw the
son, they said among themselvesg, This
is the beir; come, let us Rill him, and
[et us seise on hig inheritance.

39 And they caught him, and cast him
out of the binepard, and slew him.

40 YWhen the lord therefore of the
binepard cometh, what will he do unto
those hugsbandmen?

41 They sap unto him, He twill
migerably degtrop thoge wicked men,
and will let out his binepard unto other
husbandmen, which ghall rvender him
the fruitg in their geagons.

42 Yesus saith unto them, Did pe
neber read in the scriptures, The stone
which the builders vejected, the same is
become the head of the corner: thig is
the Lord's doing, and it is marbelous
in our eyes?

43 Therefore sap I unto pou, The
kingdom of God ghall be taken from
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pou, and giben to a nation bringing
forth the fruits thereof.

44 And when the chief priests and
Pharisees had heard his parableg, they
perceibed that he spake of them.

45 But when they sought to lay hands
on bim, thep feared the multitude,
because they took him for a prophet.

Chapter 22

1 And Jesus anstwered and spake unto
them again by parableg, and said,

2 The kingdom of heaven is [ike unto a
certain kKing, which made a marriage
for his son,

3 And sent forth his serbants to call
them that were bidden to the wedding:
and they would not come.

4 Qqain, he sent forth other serbants,
saping, Tell them twhich are bidden,
Behold, I bhabe prepared myp dinner:
my oxen and my fatlings are Kkilled,
and all things are ready: come unto the
marriage.

5 But they made light of it, and went
their wapg, one to his farm, another to
his merchandise:



6 And the remnant took his serbants,
and entreated them spitefully, and sletw
them.

7 But when the king heard thereof, he
was wroth: and bhe sent forth bhis
armies, and destroped thoge
murderers, and burned up their city.

8 Then saith be to his serbants, The
wedding s ready, but they which were
bidden were not worthy.

9 @Go pe therefore into the highways,
and as many as pe shall find, bid to the
marriage.

10 So those serbants twent out into the
bighways, and gathered together all as
many as they found, both bad and good:
and the wedding wag furnished with
quests.

11 @nd when the king came in to gee
the gquests, he saw there a man which
had not on a wedding garment:

12 dnd he saith unto him, Friend,
hotw camest thou in hither not habing a
wedding garment? And  bhe twas
speechlegs.

13 Then said the king to the serbants,
Bind him hand and foot, and cast him
into outer darknegs, there shall be
weeping and gnashing of teeth.
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14 Jfor many are called, but fetw are
thogen.

15 Then went the Pharisees, and took
counsel howw they might entangle him
in big talk.

16 dnd they sent out unto him their
digciples with the Berodians, saping,
Master, we knotw that thou art true,
and teachest the way of God in truth,
neither carest thou for any man: for
thou regardest not the person of men.

17 YWhat thinkest thou? Is it [atwful to
gibe tribute unto Caesar, or not?

18 But Fesus perceibed  their
wickedness, and said, Why tempt pe
me, pe hypocrites?

19 Shetw me the tribute money. @And
they brought unto him a penny.

20 And be saith unto them, Phose is
thig image and superscription?

21 They say unto bhim, Caesar's.
Then gaith he unto them, RVender
therefore unto Caesar the things which
are Caegar's; and unto God the things
that are God's.

22 When they bad heard these words,
they marbeled, and [eft him, and went
their wap.



23 The game day came to him the
Savducees, which sap that there is no
resurrection, and asked him,

24 Sayping, Master, Moses said, If a
man die, babing no children, bhis
brother ghall marry, and raige up seed
unto hig brother.

25 Pow there were with us seben
brethren: and the first, when he had
married a wife, deceased, and, habing
no iggue, [eft his wife unto hig brother:

26 Likewise the second also, and the
third, unto the seventh.

27 Anb last of all the woman died also.

28 TWherefore in the regurrection whose
wife shall she be of the seben? ffor they
all had her.

29 Yesus anstoered and said unto
them, Pe do err, not Knowing the
scriptures, nor the potoer of God.

30 For in the resurrection they neither
marry, nor are giben in marriage, but
are as the angels in heaven.

31 But as touching the resurrection of
the dead, babe pe not read that wbhich
was spoken unto pou by God, saping,

32 ¥ am the God of Abrabam, and the
God of Hsaac, and the God of Jacol?
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God is not the God of the dead, but of
the living.

33 And when the multitude heard this,
they were astonighed at his doctrine.

34 MBut when the Pharisees had heard
that be bhad put the Sadducees to
silence, they were gathered together.

35 Then one of them, which was a
[atoper, agked him a quesgtion, tempting
bim, and saping,

36 fHlaster, which is
commandment in the law?

the qreat

37 FJesus said unto him, Thou shalt
lobe the Lord thy God with all thy
beart, and with all thy goul, and with
all thy mind.

38 This ig the first and qreat
commandment.

39 And the second is like unto it,
Thou ghalt lobe thy neighbor asg
thygelf.

40 On these tiwo commandments hang
all the [atw and the prophets.

41 While the Pharisees were gathered
together, Jesus asked them,



42 Saping, YWhat think pe of Christ?
Phose son is he? Thep sap unto him,
@he son of Dabid.

43 e saith unto them, Botw then doth
Dabid in gpivit call him Lord, saping,

44 The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit
thou on mp rvight band, till I make
thine enemies thy footstool?

45 It David then in the gpivit call him
L ord, hotw is he his son?

46 And no man was able to anstwer
him a word, neither durst any man
from that hour ontward ask him any
more questions.

Chapter 23

1 Then gpake Jesus to the multitude,
and to his disciples,

2 Saping, The scribes and
Pharigees sit in Hloges' seat:

the

3 All therefore whatsoeber they bid pou
obgerbe, that obserbe and do; but do
not pe after their works: for they gap,
and do not.

4 AJfor they bind bheabp burdens and
griebous to be borne, and lap them on
men's shoulders; but thep themselves
will not mobe them with one of their
fingers.
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5 But all their works they do for to be
seen of men: they make broad their
phplacteries, and enlarge the borders of
their garments,

6 And lobe the uppermost rooms at
feasts, and the chief seats in the
SYNAQogues,

7 And greetings in the markets, and to
be called of men, Rabbi, Rabbi.

8 But be not pe called Rabbi: for one
is pour teacher, the Christ; and all pe
are brethren.

9 And call no man pour father upon the
earth: for one is pour ffather, which is
in heaben.

10 Feither be pe called masters: for
one is pour Master, eben Christ.

11 But he that is greatest among pou
shall be pour gerbant.

12 And whosoever shall exalt himself
shall be abaged; and bhe that shall
humble himgelf shall be exalted.

13 But twoe unto pou, scribes and
Pharisees, hypocrites! Jfor pe shut up
the kKingdom of heaben against men: for
pye neither go in pourselves, neither
suffer ye them that are entering fo go
in.



14 Woe unto pou, scribes and

Pharisees, hypocrites!

15 ffor pe compass sea and land to
make one proselpte, and when he is
made, ye make him twofold more the
child of hell than pourselves.

16 Poe unto pou, pe blind guides,
which sap, Whosoever shall stwear by
the temple, it is nothing; but whogoeber
shall gwear by the gold of the temple,
he ig a debtor!

17 Pe fools and blind: for whether is
greater, the gold, or the temple that
sanctifieth the gold?

18 dnd, Whosoever shall stwear by the
altar, it is nothing; but whosoeber
stoeareth by the gift that is upon it, he
is quilty.

19 Pe fools and blind: for whether is
greater, the gift, or the altar that
sanctifieth the gift?

20 Phoso therefore shall swear by the
altar, stweareth by it, and by all things
thereon.

21 And whoso shall swear by the
temple, stweareth by it, and by him that
diwelleth therein.
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22 And be that shall stwear by heaben,
stoeareth by the throne of God, and by
him that sitteth thereon.

23 Poe unto pou, scribes and
Pharigees, hppocrites! FFor pe pap
tithe of mint and anige and cummin,
and habe omitted the weightier matters
of the law, judgment, mercy, and faith:
these ought pe to have done, and not to
[eabe the other undone.

24 Pe blind gquides, which strain at a
gnat, and swallow a camel.

25 Woe unto pou, scribes and
Pharisees, hppocrites! Jfor pe make
clean the outgide of the cup and of the
platter, but within theyp are full of
extortion and excess.

26 Thou blind Pbharisee, cleanse first
that which is within the cup, that the
outside of them may be clean also.

27 Poe unto pou, scribes and
Pharisees, bppocrites! for pe are
twhitewashed tombs filled within twith
Dead men's bonegs and of all
uncleanness.

28 Cben so pe also outiwardly appear
righteous unto men, but within pe are
full of hypocrigy and iniquity.

scribes  and
Because pe

29 Poe unto pou,
Pharisees, bhypocrites!



build the tombg of the propbets, and
garnish the sepulchers of the righteous,

30 dnd sap, If we had been in the daps
of our fathers, we would not have been
partakers with them in the blood of the
prophets.

31 Pherefore pe be titnesses unto
pourselvesg, that ye are the children of
them which Killed the prophets.

32 FFill pe up then the meagure of pour
fathers.

33 Pe serpents, pe generation of
bipers, botw can pe escape the
dammnation of hell?

34 YWherefore, behold, I send unto pou
prophets, and wise men, and scribes:
and some of them pe ghall Kill and
bang; and pergecute them from city to
city:

35 That upon pou map come all the
righteous blood shed upon the earth,
from the blood of righteous @bel unto
the blood of Zacharias gon of Jehoiada,
whom pe slew betiween the temple and
the altar.

36 Yerilp ¥ gap unto pou, All these
things ghall come upon this generation.

37 ® Jerusalem, Jerusalem, thou that
killest the prophets, and gtonegt them
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twhich are gent unto thee, how often
would I bhave gathered thy children
together, eben as a bhen gathereth ber
chickens under ber wings, and pe
would not!

38 Behold, pour house is [eft unto pou
desolate.

39 Ffor ¥ sap unto pou, Pe shall not
see me benceforth, till pe shall sap,
PBlessed is he that cometh in the name
of the Lord.

Chapter 24

1 And Jesus went out, and departed
from the temple: and his disciples came
to him for to gshew him the buildingsg of
the temple.

2 And Jesus said unto them, See pe
not all these things? Yerilp I sap unto
pou, There shall not be left here one
stone upon another, that shall not be
throton doton.

3 dAnd as bhe sat upon the Mount of
Olives, the digciples came unto him
privatelp, saping, Tell us, when shall
these things be? @And what shall be the
sign of thy coming, and of the end of
the world?

4 And Jesus answered and said unto
them, Wake heed that no man deceibe
pou.



5 Ffor many shall come in mp name,
saping, I am Christ; and ghall deceibe
manp.

6 dAnd pe ghall hear of wars and
rumors of wars: see that pe be not
troubled: for all these things must
come to pass, but the end is not pet.

7 Ffor nation shall rige against nation,
and Ringdom against Kingdom: and
there ghall be famines, and pestilences,
and earthquakes, in divers places.

8 4dll these are the Dbeginning of
sorros.

9 Then shall they deliver pou up to be
afflicted, and ghall Kill pou: and pe
shall be bated of all nations for my
name's sake.

10 @nd then shall many be offended,
and ghall betrapy one another.

11 And many false prophets shall rise,
and ghall deceibe many.

12 dnd because iniquity shall abound,
the [obe of many shall wax cold.

13 LBut he that shall endure unto the
end, the same shall be sabed.

14 dnd this gospel, that is, the good
meggage, will be preached unto all the
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earth for a witness concerning me to
all the nationg and then the end will
come.

15 Thig is the frme of antichrigt and
the filthy abomination which is placed
there.

16 Then those who are in Judaea et
them flee to the mountaing.

17 Let him twhich is on the housetop
not come down to take anpthing out of
his house:

18 Peither let him twhich is in the field
return back to take his clothes.

19 dnd woe unto them that are twith
child, and to them that gibe suck in
thoge daps!

20 But pray pe that pour flight be not
in the winter, neither on the Sabbath
day:

21 For then shall be great tribulation,
such as was not gince the beginning of
the world to this time, no, nor eber
shall be.

22 dAnd except thoge daps should be
shortened, there should no flesh be
sabed: but for the elect's gake thoge
daps shall be shortened.



23 @hen if any man shall sap unto
pou, Lo, bere is Christ, or there;
beliebe it not.

24 Ffor there shall arige false Christs,
and falge propbets, and ghall shetw
great signg and wonders; insomuch
that, if it were pogsible, they shall
deceibe the bery elect.

25 Bebhold, I habe told pou before.

26 Pherefore if they shall sap unto
pou, Behold, he is in the desert; go not
forth: Debold, bhe is in the sSecret
chambers; beliebe it not.

27 Ffor as the lightning cometh out of
the eagt, and shineth eben unto the
west; so ghall algso the coming of the
Son of man be.

28 Jfor wheresoeber the carcass (s,
there will the eagles be gathered
together.

29 Jmmediately after the tribulation of
thoge dapg shall the sun be darkened,
and the moon shall not gibe her light,
and the stars ghall fall from beaben,
and the powers of the heavens shall be
shaken:

30 And then shall appear the sign of
the Son of man in heaben: and then
shall all the tribeg of the earth mourn,
and thep shall gee the Son of man

coming in the clouds of heaben with
polver and great glory.

31 And bhe shall send his angels with a
great trumpet, and they shall gather
together his elect from the four windg,
from one end of heaben to the other.
But twhen these things begin
bappening, ook up and [ift up pour
peads, because pour redemption is
approaching.

32 ot learn a parable of the fig tree;
Phen his branch is pet tender, and
putteth forth Ileabes, pe Eknow that
summer is nigh:

33 So likewise pe, when pe ghall see
all these things, know that it is near,
eben at the doors.

34 Perily I sap unto pou, This
aeneration shall not pags, till all these
things be fulfilled.

35 Heaben and earth shall pass atwap,
but my words shall not pags away.

36 But of that dap and hour Knowweth
no man, no, not the angels of heaven,
but mp FFather only.

37 But as the daps of Poah were, o
shall also the coming of the Son of
man be.



38 Jfor ag in the daps that were before
the flood they ftere eating and
drinking, marrping and gibing in
marrviage, until the dap that FPoe
entered into the ark,

39 And knew not until the flood came,
and took them all awap; so shall algo
the coming of the Son of man be.

40 Then if there ghall be two
ploughing in a field, one vighteous and
the other evil, the one will be taken and
the other [eft.

41 Two ghall be grinding at the mill;
the one shall be taken, and the other
left. Two &l be upon one bed; fhe one
ghall be taken, and the other one left.
This is becausge the angels at the end of
the world will remobe the stumbling
blocks from the world and will geparate
the good from the ebil.

42 Watch therefore: for pe know not
what hour pour Lord doth come.

43 PBut knotw this; that if the good man
of the houge had Enotwn in what watch
the thief would come, he would have
watched, and would not have guffered
his housge to be broken up.

44 Therefore be pe also ready: for in
such an hour as pe think not the Son
of man cometh.
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45 Who then is a faithful and wise
serbant, whom hig lord hath made vuler
ober his household, to gibe them meat
in due geagon?

46 PBlessed is that serbant, whom his
[ord when be cometh ghall find so
doing.

47 Perily I sap unto pou, That bhe
shall make Bhim rvuler ober all bhig
xoods.

48 But and if that ebil serbant shall
say in hig peart, My lord delayeth his
coming;

49 And shall begin to smite his fellotw
serbants, and to eat and drink with the
drunken;

50 The lord of that serbant ghall come
in a day when be [ooketh not for him,
and in an hour that he g not aware of,

51 dnd ghall cut him asunder, and
appoint bhim bis portion twith the
hypocrites: there shall be weeping and
gnashing of teeth.

Chapter 25

1 Then ghall the kingdom of heaben be
[ikened unto ten birging, which took
their lampg, and went forth to meet the
brideqroom.



2 And five of them were wise, and five
twere foolish.

3 They that were foolish took their
[amps, and took no oil with them:

4 But the wise took oil in their bessels
with their [amps.

5 While the bridegroom tarried, thepy
all slumbered and glept.

6 And at midnight there twas a cry
mave, Behold, the bridegroom! Go pe
out to meet him.

7 Then all thoge birging arose, and
trimmed their lamps.

8 And the foolish said unto the wise,
Give ug of pour oil; for our lamps are
gone out.

9 FBut the wise answered, saping, ot
so; [est there be not enough for us and
you: but go pe rather to them that gell,
and buyp for pourgelbes.

10 d@nd wbhile they twent to bup, the
bridegroom came; and they that were
ready went in with bhim to the
marriage: and the door was shut.

11 dfterward came also the other
birging, saping, Lord, Lord, open to
us.
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12 But he anstwered and said, Perily
3 gap unto pou, I knotw pou not.

13 Watch therefore, for pe knotw
neither the dap nor the hour wherein
the bridegroom cometh.

14 Ffor the kingdom of heaben is as a
man travelling into a far country, who
called his otwn gerbants, and delibered
unto them his qoods.

15 dAnd unto one he gave five talents,
to another two, and to another one to
ebery man according to his geberal
ability and gtraightivay took bis
journep.

16 Then be that had rveceibed the fibe
talents went and  gquandered hig
magter’s gubgtance with barlots and

flute -girls.

17 And bhe that had receibed two, he
multiplied the gain.

18 But he that had receibed one went
and digaed in the earth, and hid his
[ord's monep.

19 After a long time the lord of those
serbants cometh, and veckoneth with
them.

20 %He that had receibed two talents
came and said, Lord, thou deliberedst



unto me two talents: behold, I bhabe
gained two other talents begide them.

21 PHis lord said unto him, Well done,
good and faithful serbant; thou bhast
been faithful ober a fetw things, I twill
make thee ruler ober many thingg:
enter thou into the jop of thy lord.

22 @hen be which had receibed the one
talent came and said, Lord, I knetw
thee that thou art a hard man, reaping
twhere thou bhast not gotwn, and
gathering where thou hagt not strawed:

23 And ¥ was afraid, and went and hid
thy talent in the earth: lo, there thou
hast that is thine.

24 His lord answered and said unto
him, Thou slothful serbant, thou
knetoest that I reap twbere I sotwed
not, and gather where I bhabe not
stratved:

25 Thou oughtest therefore to habe put
my monep to the exchangerg, and then
at mp coming I should habe receibed
mine otwn with usury.

26 Wake therefore the talent from him,
and gibe it unto him which hath four
talents.

27 Jfor unto eberpone that hath shall
be given, and he ghall habe abundance:
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but from bhim that hath not ghall be
taken atway even that which he bath.

28 And so he that had receibed fibe
talents caome: the same that spent the
Lord’s money on parlots and flute-

qrrls.

29 His lord answered and said unto
him, Thou wicked gerbant. Take him
and cast pe the unprofitable gerbant
into outer darknegs: there shall be
tweeping and gnaghing of teeth.

30 YWhen the Son of man shall come in
his glory, and all the holy angels with
him, then shall he git upon the throne
of his glory:

31 And before him shall be gathered all
nations: and he shall sepavate them one
from another, as a shepherd dibideth
his sheep from the gqoats:

32 And bhe shall set the sheep on his
right hband, but the goats on the [eft.

33 Then shall the Ring sap unto them
on his vight hand, Come, pe blessed of
my Jfather, inberit the Kingdom
prepared for pou from the foundation of
the world:

34 Ffor 3 was bungry, and pe gabe me
meat: ¥ wasg thirgty, and pe gabe me
drink: ¥ was a stranger, and pe took
me in:



35 Paked, and pe clothed me: I was
sick, and pe bigited me: I wag in
prison, and ye came unto me.

36 Then shall the righteous answer
him, saping, Lord, when saw we thee
hungry, and fed thee? Or thirsty, and
gave thee drink?

37 Yhen satw we thee a stranger, and
took thee in? Or naked, and clothed
thee?

38 ®Or when satw we thee gick, or in
prison, and came unto thee?

39 And the Ring shall answer and sap
unto them, Yerilp I sap unto pou,
Inasmuch as pe habe done it unto one
of the leagt of these myp Dbrethren, pe
have done it unto me.

40 Then ghall he sap also unto them
on the left band, Depart from me, pe
cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared
for the debil and hig angels:

41 For I was hungry, and pe gabe me
no meat: I wag thirsty, and pe gabe me
no drink:

42 3 was a stranger, and pe took me
not in: naked, and pe clothed me not:
sick, and in prison, and pe bigited me
not.
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43 Then shall they algo anstwer him,
saping, Ford, when satw e thee
bungry, or athirst, or a stranger, or
naked, or gick, or in prigon, and Did
not minigter unto thee?

44 Then ghall he angtwer them, saping,
Yerily I gap unto pou, Inasmuch as
pe Did it not to one of the [east of thege,
pe Dib it not to me.

45 dnd these shall go atway into
eberlagting punishment:  but  the
righteous into life eternal.

Chapter 26

1 dnd it came to pass, when Jesus had
finighed all thege gapings, he gaid unto
his disciples,

2 Pe knotw that after two daps is the
feast of the Passober, and the Son of
man ig bdelivered into the hand of the
Jetws for the gallows.

3 Then agsembled together the chief
priests, and the scribeg, and the elders
of the people, unto the palace of the high
priest, who was called Caiaphasg,

4 And consulted that they might take
Jesus by subtlety, and Kill him.

5 But they said, 3ot on the feast day,
[est there be an uproar among the
people.



6 Pow when Jesus was in Bethany,
in the house of Simon the leper,

7 There came unto him a woman
babing an alabagter box of bery
precious sintment, and poured it on his
head, ag be sat at meat.

8 Mut when hig disciples saw it, they
bad indignation, saping, To what
purpose is this waste?

9 Ffor this ointment might habe been
sold for much, and given to the poor.

10 YWhen Jesus understood it, he said
unto them, ¥hp trouble pe the woman?
Ifor she bath wrought a good twork
upon me.

11 ffor pe bhabe the poor altwaps twith
you; but me pe have not alwaps.

12 Ffor in that she hath poured this
pintment on my body, she did it for my
burial.

13 Perily I sgap unto pou,
Pheresoever this gospel sbhall be
preached in the whole world, there shall
also thig, that this woman bhath done,
be told for a memorial of her.

14 Then one of the twelve, called
Judas Fscarviot, went unto the chief
priests,
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15 And said unto them, What will pe
gibe me, and I will deliber him unto
pou? And they cobenanted with him for
thirty pieces of silber.

16 dnd from that time bhe sought
opportunity to betrapy him.

17 Pow the first dap of the feast of
unleabened bread the disciples came to
Jesus, saping unto him, Phere twilt
thou that we prepare for thee to eat the
Passober?

18 And be said, PDo I degire wWwith
desire at this JPassober to eat flesh
with pou? Go into the city to such a
man, and sap unto him, The Master
saith, My time is at hand; I will keep
the Passober at thy house with my
digciples.

19 And the disciples did as Jesus had
appointed them; and thep mabde ready
the Passober.

20 ot when the eben was come, he
sat dolon with the toelbe.

21 dnd ag they did eat, he said, Yerily
3 sap unto pou, that one of pou shall
betray me.

22 And they were exceeding sorrotwful,
and began ebery one of them to gap
unto him, Lord, is it I?



23 dAnd he answered and said, He that
dippeth his hand with me in the dish,
the same shall betray me.

24 The Son of man goeth as it is
written of him: but woe unto that man
by whom the Son of man is betraped!
It had been good for that man if he had
not been born.

25 Then FJudasg, wbhich betraped him,
anstoered and said, Master, is it I?
He said unto him, Thou hast said.

26 And as they were eating, Jesus
took bread, and blesged it, and brake if,
and gabe it to the disciples, and said,
@Take, eat; this is my bodp.

27 And be took the cup, and gabe
thanks, and gabe it to them, gsaping,
Drink pe all of it;

28 Afor this is mp blood of the
cobenant, which is shed for many for
the remisgion of gins.

29 But I gap unto pou, I twill not
drink benceforth of this fruit of the
bine, until that day twhen I drink it
netw with pou in my FFather's kingdom.

30 dnd when they had sung an hymn,
they went out into the mount of Olibves.
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31 Then saith Jesus unto them, Al pe
shall be offended because of me this
night: for it is written, I will smite the
shepberd, and the sheep of the flock
shall be scattered abroad.

32 But after I am risen again, I twill
ao before pou into Galilee.

33 Peter answered and said unto him,
Though all men shall be offended
becaugse of thee, pet will I neber be
offended.

34 Jesus gsaid unto him, Yerilp I sap
unto thee, That this night, before the
cock crotw, thou ghalt denpy me thrice.

35 Peter said unto him, Though I
should die with thee, pet will I not
deny thee. Likewise also said all the
digciples.

36 Then cometh Jesus with them unto
a place called Gethsemane, and saith
unto the digciples, Sit pe here, while 3
o and pray ponder.

37 And be took with him Peter and the
tio sons of Zebedee, and began to be
sorrowful and bery heaby.

38 Then saith he unto them, My soul
is exceeding gorrowful, eben unto
death: tarry pe bere, and watch twith
me.



39 And he went a little farther, and fell
on bis face, and praped, saping, @ my
Ffather, if it be possible, let this cup
pags from me: nebertheless not as I
will, but as thou wilt.

40 And bhe cometh unto the disciples,
and findeth them agleep, and gaith unto
Peter, Phat, could ye not watch twith
me one hour?

41 PWatch and prap, that pe enter not
into temptation: the gpirit indeed is
willing, but the flesh is weak.

42 He went away again the second
time, and praped, saping, ® my
Jfather, if this cup map not pass atwap
from me, except I drink it, thy will be
done.

43 And he came and found them asleep
again: for their epes were heabvy.

44 dnd bhe left them, and went awap
again, and praped the third time,
saping the same words.

45 Then cometh he to hig disciples, and
saith unto them, Sleep on notw, and
take pour regt: behold, the hour is at
hand, and the Son of man is betraped
into the handg of ginners.

46 Rige, let ug be going: behold, he i
at band that doth betray me.
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47 dAnd while he pet spake, o, Judas,
one of the twelbe, came, and with him a
great  multitude with swordg and
stabes, from the chief priegts and
elders of the people.

48 Pow bhe that betraped him gabve
them a gign, saping, Yhomsoever I
shall kigs, that game is he: hold him
fast.

49 And forthwith he came to FJesus,
and said, Bail, master; and Kkissed
him.

50 And Jesus said unto him, Friend,
wherefore art thou come? Then came
they, and [aid hands on Jesus and took
him.

51 @nd, behold, one of them which
were with Jesus stretched out his
hand, and drew hig sword, and struck
a gerbant of the bigh priegt's, and
smote off his ear.

52 Then said Jesus unto him, Put up
again thy sword into his place: for all
they that take the sword shall perigh
with the stword.

53 Thinkest thou that I cannot notw
pray to myp Jfather, and be shall
presently gibe me more than twelbe
[egions of angels?



54 But hotw then shall the scriptures
be fulfilled, that thus it must be?

55 ¥n that same hour said Jesus to
the multitudes, dre pe come out as
against a thief with swords and stabes
for to take me? ¥ sat daily with pou
teaching in the temple, and pe laid no
hold on me.

56 fBut all this twas done, that the
scriptures of the propbets might be
fulfilled. Then all the disciples forsook
him, and fled.

57 And they that bad [aid hold on
Jesus [ed him awap to Caiaphas the
bigh priest, where the gcribes and the
elders were assembled.

58 WBut Peter followed him afar off
unto the bigh priest's palace, and went
in, and gat with the serbantg, to gee the
end.

59 Pow the chief priests, and elders,
and all the council, sought false
witness against Yesus, to put him to
death;

60 But found none: pea, though many
falge witnegses came, pet found thep
none. At the last came two false
witnesses,
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61 dnd gaid, This fellow said, ¥ am
able to degtrop the temple of God, and
to build it in three daps.

62 dAnd the high priest arose, and said
unto bhim, @Angterest thou nothing?
Phat ig it which these witness against
thee?

63 But Jesus held his peace, And the
bigh priest answered and said unto
bim, I adjure thee by the living God,
that thou tell ug twhether thou be the
Christ, the Son of God.

64 Jesus saith unto him, Thou bhast
said: nebertheless I sap unto pou,
Hereafter shall ye see the Son of man
sitting on the right hand of potwer, and
coming in the clouds of heaven.

65 When the bigh priest vent hig
clothes, saping, e bath spoken
blagpbemy; what further need habe we
of witnesses? Webhold, notw pe bhabe
heard hig blagphemp.

66 Phat think pe? They anstoered and
said, Pe is quilty of death.

67 Then did they spit in his face, and
buffeted bhim; and others smote him
with the palms of their hands,

68 Saping, Prophesy unto us, thou
Christ, Yho is he that smote thee?



69 Fow Peter sat without in the
palace: and a damsel came unto him,
saping, Thou also wast with Jesus of
Galilee.

70 But he dvenied before them all,
saping, 3 knotw not what thou sapest.

71 And when he was gone out into the
porch, another maid gatw him, and gaid
unto them that were there, This fellotw
was also with Yesus of Pasareth.

72 And again he denied with an oath,
3 do not knotw the man.

73 And after a while came unto him
they that stood by, and gaid to Peter,
Surely thou also art one of them; for
thy gpeech betrapeth thee.

74 And he denied, and he swore, and
be curged saping, I knotw not the man
and immediately the cock cretw.

75 And Peter remembered the word of
Yesus, which said unto him, WBefore
the cock crow, thou ghalt deny me
thrice. @nd bhe went out, and twept
bitterly.

Chapter 27

1 ¥hen the morning was come, all the
chief priests and elders of the people
took counsel againgt Jesus to put him
to death:
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2 And when they had bound him, they
[ed him awap, and delivered him to
Pontiug Pilate the gobernor.

3 Then FJudas, which had betraped
him, when be gaw that bhe was
condemned, repented bhimgelf, and
brought again the thirty pieces of silver
to the chief priests and elders,

4 Saping, ¥ bhave sinned in that 3
habe betraped the innocent blood. @And
thep said, YWhat is that to us? See thou
to that.

5 And he cast doton the pieces of silber
in the temple, and departed, and went
and hanged himself.

6 And the chief priests took the silver
pieces, and said, It is not latwful for to
put them into the treasury, because it is
the price of blood.

7 And they took counsel, and bought
with them the potter's field, to bury
strangers in.

8 Pherefore that field was called, The
field of blood, unto this day.

9 TWhen was fulfilled that which twas
spoken by Feremiah the propbet,
saping, And they took the thirty pieces
of gilver, the price of him that twas



balued, whom they of the children of
Psrael did balue;

10 @nd gabe them for the potter's field,
as the Lord appointed me.

11 dnd Fesus stood Dbefore the
gobernor: and the gobernor agked him,
saping, Art thou the King of the
Jews? And Jesus said unto him,
Thou sapest.

12 dnd when he was accused of the
chief priegts and elders, he angtwered
nothing.

13 Then gaid Pilate unto  him,
PHearest thou not hotw many things
they witness against thee?

14 dnd he anstered him to neber a
word; ingomuch that the gobernor
marbeled greatly.

15 ot at that feast the gobernor was
wont to releage unto the people a
prisoner, whom they would.

16 dnd they bhad then a notable
prisoner called Warabbas, which
means the son of their teacher.

17 Therefore when they were gathered
together, Pilate said unto them, Phom
will pe that I release unto pou?
Barabbas, or Jesus twhich is called
Christ?
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18 Jfor bhe knetw that for enby they had
delibered him.

19 Phen bhe twas set down on the
judgment seat, his wife gent unto him,
saping, Habe thou nothing to do twith
that just man: for I babe suffered
many things this day in a dream
becauge of him.

20 But the chief priests and elders
persuaded the multitude that thep
should ask ZBarabbas, and Ddestrop
Jesus.

21 The gobernor answered and said
unto them, hether of the twain twill
pe that I release unto pyou? They said,
Barabbas.

22 Pilate saith unto them, What shall
3 do then with Jesus twhich is called
Christ? Thep all sap unto him, Let
them hang him.

23 Anb the gobernor said, hy, what
ebil bath be done? LBut they cried out
the more, saping, Let them hang him.

24 Phen Pilate saw that he could
prevail nothing, but that rvather a
tumult was mavde, he took water, and
washed his handg before the multitude,
saping, I am innocent of the blood of
thig just person: see pe to it.



25 Then anstoered all the people, and
said, Bis blood be on us, and on our
children.

26 Then released he Warabbas unto
them: and twhen bhe had gcourged
Yesus, he delibered him to be hanged.

27 Then the soldiers of the gobernor
took FJesus into the common hall, and
gathered unto him the whole band of
soldiers.

28 And they stripped him, and put on
him a scarlet robe.

29 And when they had platted a crowon
of thorng, they put it upon bhis heabd,
and a reed in bhig right hand: and they
botwed the knee before him, and mocked
him, saping, BHail, Ring of the Jews!

30 dnbd they gpit upon him, and took
the reed, and smote him on the head.

31 Anbd after that they had mocked him,
they took the robe off from him, and put
his own raiment on him, and gabe
orders to hang him.

32 And asg they came out, they found a
man of Cyrene, Simon by name: him
they compelled to carry the gallotws;
that ig the cross.
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33 dnd twhen they were come unto a
place called Golgotha, that is to sap, a
place of a skull,

34 They gabe him vinegar to drink
mingled with gall: and when he had
tasted thereof, he would not drink.

35 dAnd they hung him, and parted his
garments, casting [ots: that it might be
fulfilled wbhich was spoken by the
prophet, They parted mp garments
among them, and upon my vegture did
they cast [ots.

36 And sitting dotwn they watched him
there;

37 And get up ober his bhead bhis
accusation written, This is Jesus of
Paszareth the Ring of Israel.

38 Then twere there two thiebes hung
with him, one on the right hand, and
another on the left.

39 And they that passed by rebiled
him, wagaing their heads,

40 dnd saping, Thou that destropest
the temple, and Dbuildest it in three
daps, sabe thpself. If thou be the Son
of Gobd, come dotwn from the gallotws.

41 ZLikewise also the chief priests
mocking bim, with the scribes and
elderg, said,



42 He saved others; himself he cannot
sabe. If he be the King of Hsrael, let
him notw come dotwn from the tree, and
e will beliebe him.

43 e trusted in God; let him deliver
him notw, if he will habe him: for he
said, I am the Son of God.

44 The thieves algo, which were with
bim, cast the same in his teeth.

45 ot from the sixth hour there was
darkness ober all the land unto the
ninth hour.

46 And about the ninth hour Jesus
cried in the holp language, saping, €li,
Cli, lama gabachthani? That is to sap,
My God, mp God, why bhast thou
forsaken me?

47 Some of them that stood there,
when they heard that, said, This man
calleth for Elijab.

48 And straightivay one of them ran,
and took a gponge, and filled it with
binegar, and put it on a reed, and gabe
him to drink.

49 The rest said, Let be, let us see
whether Elijah will come to sabe him.

50 Yesus, when he had cried again
with a loud boice, pielded up the ghost.
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51 @nd, bebold, the lintel of the temple
of wondrous sise collapged; and the sky
did quake, and the vocks rvent; and
oberhead atwful boices were heard
which said: Let ug depart from this
abobe.

52 And the grabes were opened; and
many bodies of the saints which slept
arose,

53 And came out of the qrabes after his
regurrection, and went into the holp
city, and appeared unto many.

54 Potw when the centurion, and they
that twere with him, watching Jesus,
saw the earthquake, and those things
that were done, they feared greatly,
saping, Truly this was the Son of
Gobd.

55 dnd many women twere there
beholding afar off, which follotwed
Yesus from Galilee, ministering unto
him:

56 dmong ‘which was Mary
Magdalene, and Hary the mother of
James and John, and the mother of
Zebedee’s children.

57 Yhen the eben was come, there
came a vich man of Larnasiah, named
Yoseph, who also himself was Jesus'
disciple:



58 be twent to Pilate, and begued the
bodp of FJesus. Then  Pilate
commanded the body to be delibered.

59 And when FJogseph had taken the
body, be wrapped it in a very fine silk
garment,

60 dAnd laid it in his otwn netw tomb,
twhich he had heton out in the vock: and
he rolled a great stone to the door of the
sepulcher, and departed.

61 dnd there was Mary Magdalene,
and the other Marp, sitting ober
against the sepulcher.

62 Hotw the next dap, that follotwed the
dap of the prepavation, the chief priests
and Pbharisees came together unto
Pilate,

63 Saping, Sir, we remember that
that deceiber gaid, while he was pet
alive, dfter three daps I twill rise
again.

64 Command therefore that the
sepulcher be made sure until the third
dap, lest hig digciples come by night,
and steal him awap, and sap unto the
people, He is risen from the dead: so
the lagt ervor shall be worse than the
first.
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65 dAnd bhe delivered to them armed
men, that they might git ober against
the tomb and guard it day and night.

66 So they tent, and made the
sepulcher sure, gealing the gtone, and
setting a watch.

Chapter 28

1 In the end of the Sabbath, as it
began to dusk toward the firgt day of
the week, came Mary Magdalene and
the other Mary to see the sepulcher.

2 dnb, behold, there was a great
earthquake: for the angel of the Lord
degeended from heaben, and came and
rolled back the stone from the door, and
sat upon it.

3 Bis countenance was like lightning,
and his raiment white as snow:

4 And for fear of him the Keepers did
shake, and became ag dead men.

5 And the angel answered and said
unto the women, Jfear not pe: for I
knotw that pe seek Jesus, which twas

hung.

6 e is not here: for he is risen, as he
said. Come, see the place where the
Lord lap.



7 And go quicklp, and tell hig disciples
that he ig risen from the dead; and,
bebold, be qoeth before pou into
Galilee; there shall pe see him: o, ¥
habe told you.

8 @And they departed quickly from the
sepulcher with fear and great jop; and
DId run to bring his digciples word.

9 ds they were going Jesus passed
before them saping: Map the Pame
deliber pou. @nd thep came and held
bim by the feet, and worghipped him.

10 Then said Jesus unto them, WBe
not afraid: go tell mp brethren that they
go into Galilee, and there shall they
see me.

11 PNow when they were going,
behold, some of the watch came into the
city, and shewed unto the chief priests
all the things that were done.

12 dnd twhen they twere assembled
with the elderg, and had taken counsel,
they gabe large money unto the
soldiers,

13 Saping, Say pe, Bis digciples
came by night, and stole him atway
twhile we slept.

14 dnbd if this come to the gobernor's
ears, we will perguade him, and gecure
pou.

15 So they took the monep, and did ag
they were taught: and this saping is
commonly veported among the Jews
until thig dap.

16 Then the tiwelbe digciples twent
aay into @Galilee, into a mountain
where Jesus had appointed them.

17 dnd when they satw bhim, thep
worghipped him: but some doubted.

18 And Jesus came and gpake unto
them, saping, Il polwer is giben unto
me in heaben and in earth.

19 Go pe therefore and make digciples
all nations, in mp name:

20 dnd teach them to carry out all the
things which I babe commanded pou
foreber. Amen.
