Chapter 1:
Intermittent Fasting Explained

What is Intermittent Fasting?

Intermittent Fasting is an eating pattern where a person cycles
between eating and fasting periods. Therefore, it is more of a way of
eating than a diet.

How Intermittent Fasting Works

There is a lot of science behind why Intermittent Fasting works.
Intermittent Fasting works because it restricts the body of toxins and
allows itself to clear out any excess.

To know how Intermittent Fasting works, it is necessary that we start
by understanding the difference between the fasted and fed state.
When we eat, the body goes into a fed state whereby it is digesting
and absorbing food. The fed state starts when you start eating and
lasts for up to 3-5 hours when your body digests and absorbs the
food that you just ate. At the fed state, it is very hard for the body to
burn fat especially because your insulin levels are quite high (when
you eat food, insulin is produced in response to trigger the body cells
to start absorbing the food from the bloodstream). At that time, the
body’s #1 priority is to use up the nutrients (mainly glucose) in your
bloodstream. But as time goes on, the body then goes into a post-
absorptive state- a fancy way of saying that the body is not
processing food. This state lasts for about 8-12 hours after your last
meal after which your body then goes into the fasted state. When
your body is in the fasted state, it is likely to burn more fat because
your insulin levels are quite low. At this state, your body can burn the
fat that wasn'’t accessible during your fed state. Unfortunately, given
that it takes about 12 hours after our last meal for our bodies to get
into the fasted state, it is very rare for our bodies to get into this
state. That's why many of us who start IF will lose fat pretty fast
without even changing what we’ve been eating, how much you eat
and how often you exercise. This is because fasting essentially puts



your body into a fat-burning state, which you rarely make it to during
your normal eating schedule.

The Benefits of Intermittent Fasting
Weight loss

Intermittent Fasting switches from periods of eating and to
periods of fasting. If you fast, naturally your calorie intake will reduce,
and it also helps you maintain your weight loss. It also prevents you
from indulging in mindless eating. Whenever you eat something,
your body converts the food into glucose and fat. It uses this glucose
immediately and stores the fat for later use. When you skip a few
meals, your body starts to reach into its internal stores of fat to
provide energy. As soon as the body begins burning fats due to the
shortage of glucose, you will start to lose weight. Also, most of the
fat that you lose is from the abdominal region. If you want a flat
tummy, then this is the perfect diet for you.



Sleep

Lack of sleep is one of the main causes of obesity. When your
body doesn’t get enough sleep, the internal mechanism of burning
fat suffers. Intermittent Fasting regulates your sleep cycle and, in
turn, it makes your body effectively burn fats. A good sleep cycle has
different physiological benefits - it makes you feel energetic and
elevates your overall mood.



Resistance to illnesses

Intermittent Fasting helps in the growth and the regeneration of
cells. Did you know that the human body has an internal mechanism
that helps repair damaged cells? Intermittent Fasting helps kickstart
this mechanism. It improves the overall functioning of all the cells in
the body. So, it is directly responsible for improving your body’s
natural defense mechanism by increasing its resistance to diseases
and illnesses.



A healthy heart

Intermittent Fasting assists in weight loss, and weight loss
improves your cardiovascular health. A buildup of plaque in blood
vessels is known as atherosclerosis. This is the primary cause of
various cardiovascular diseases. The endothelium is the thin lining of
blood vessels and any dysfunction in it results in atherosclerosis.
Obesity is the primary problem that plagues humanity and is also the
main reason for the increase of plaque deposits in the blood vessels.
Stress and inflammation also increase the severity of this problem.
Intermittent Fasting tackles the buildup of fat and helps tackle
obesity. So, all you need to do is follow the simple protocols of
Intermittent Fasting to improve your overall health.



A healthy gut

There are several millions of microorganisms present in your
digestive system. These microorganisms help improve the overall
functioning of your digestive system and are known as the gut
microbiome. Intermittent Fasting enhances the health of these
microbiomes and improves your digestive health. A healthy digestive
system helps in better absorption of food and improves the
functioning of your stomach.



Tackles diabetes

Diabetes is a significant threat on its own. It is also a primary
indicator of the increase in risk factors of various cardiovascular
diseases like heart attacks and strokes. When the glucose level
increases alarmingly in the bloodstream and there isn't enough
insulin to process this glucose, it causes diabetes. \WWhen your body
resists insulin, it becomes difficult to regulate insulin levels in the
body. Intermittent Fasting reduces insulin sensitivity and helps tackle
diabetes.



Reduces inflammation

Whenever your body feels there is an internal problem, its natural
defense is inflammation. It doesnt mean that all forms of
inflammation are desirable. Inflammation can cause several serious
health conditions like arthritis, atherosclerosis and other
neurodegenerative disorders.

Any inflammation of this nature is known as chronic inflammation
and is quite painful. Chronic inflammation can restrict your body’s
movements too. If you want to keep inflammation in check, then
Intermittent Fasting will certainly come in handy.



Promotes cell repair

When you fast, the cells in your body start the process of waste
removal. Waste removal means the breaking down of all
dysfunctional cells and proteins and is known as autophagy.
Autophagy offers protection against several degenerative diseases
like Alzheimer’s and cancer. You don'’t like accumulating garbage in
your home, do you? Similarly, your body must not hold onto any
unnecessary toxins. Autophagy is the body’s way of getting rid of all
things useless.



Higher Concentration and Brain Power

When subjected to food scarcity for a long time, mammals,
including humans, will start to experience a decrease in their organ
size. One of these organs is the brain. While some organs return to
their original size over time, others may be impacted over the long
term.

The brain handles the basic cognitive function of the body. In
order to function properly and get the needed nutrients, it needs to
return to its original size. However, if the brain becomes too foggy,
getting the needed food nutrients will be pretty difficult, which might
lead to malnutrition and even be fatal. However, during a shorter
period of food scarcity, the brain becomes hyperactive in its search
for food as a mechanism for survival.

Excessive availability of food and eating altogether makes us
mentally dull. Reflect on a time when you were completely satisfied
after a big meal. After eating a massive plate of food, you will likely
go into a “food coma” and curl up and sleep, or maybe just watch
your favorite TV show on Netflix rather than get the motivation to go
achieve your goals. Without a doubt, satisfaction from food makes
man naturally lose the drive to pursue his goals, which ultimately
leads to dulling the brain. With this in mind, know that when you fast,
your cognitive abilities are quickened. This improves your mental
keenness, allowing you to achieve your health-related goals as
opposed to excessively feeding.

It should be established here that there is no scientific research
to support the notion that intermittent fasting alters mental alertness
negatively. Fasting will not affect your cognitive function such as
moods, mental alertness, reaction time, intention and sleep in any
bad way. On the contrary, these things get boosted during fasting.



Fasting Promotes Autophagy and Protects
Neurons

This is one of the many wondrous benefits of intermittent fasting
which many people should look forward to. Fasting is amazing in that
it keeps the brains cell from degeneration. This is because fasting
prevents neural death.

Besides, fasting also triggers the process of autophagy in the
brain — autophagy is the process in which the body gets rid of
damaged body cells and brings out new ones. When the body is full
of healthy, active and improved cells, it is strong and well-equipped
to combat any diseases that might want to attack.

With autophagy, the risk of viral infection, as well as duplication of
intracellular parasites, reduces drastically. This dramatically reduces
intracellular pathogens, such as cancer cells. Besides, the brain and
other body tissue cells are protected from abnormal growth,
inflammation, and toxicity.



Reduced Risk of Depression

With intermittent fasting, there is an increase in the levels of a
neurotransmitter called neurotrophic factor. When the body is
deficient in this brain-derived factor, it contributes to significant
issues such as depression and other mood disorders. Hence,
intermittent fasting is really helpful in improving mental alertness and
enhancing mood, which ultimately leads to a reduced tendency of
developing these conditions.

There are a couple of metabolic features that get triggered when
we fast that improve brain health. This explains why people who
practice intermittent fasting do have lower levels of inflammation, low
blood sugar levels, and reduced oxidative stress.

There are also indications that intermittent fasting can keep the
brain protected against the risk of stroke.



Intermittent Fasting Fosters Immune Regulation

When you fast, part of the primary aim of the body is to keep the
immune system healthy. This is why we encourage drinking a large
quantity of water during the period of the intermittent fast, and
afterward as well. Water can be spiced up with other detox agents
which remove toxins from the digestive system and reduces the
number of unhealthy gut microbes. Have in mind that the number of
gut microbes present in the gastrointestinal tract is directly related to
the immune system's function.

Intermittent fasting determines the number of inflammatory
cytokines that the body has. Hence, it helps regulate the body's
overall immune system. In the body, we have two significant
cytokines which cause inflammation in the body: Interleukin-6 and
Tumor Necrosis Factor Alpha. Fasting suppresses the release of
these inflammatory pro-inflammatory cytokines.



Intermittent Fasting Reduces the Risk of Chronic
Disease

People living with chronic autoimmune diseases like Crohn’s
disease, colitis, rheumatoid arthritis, and systemic Ilupus will
definitely see remarkable improvement with intermittent fasting. The
idea is simple. Fasting reduces the rate of an extreme inflammatory
process in the bodies of these persons. With this, they have an ideal
immune function.

For instance, cancer cells have between ten and seventy extra
insulin receptors in contrast to healthy body cells. This happens as a
result of the breakdown of sugar for fuel. With intermittent fasting,
cancer cells are starved of sugar intake. This conditions the cells for
damage through free radicals.



Improves Genetic Repair Mechanisms

The tendency of the body to live longer increases when it does
not get enough food. This is because, with intermittent fasting, there
is repair and regeneration of cells which comes about via a repair
mechanism in the body. This is understandable, as the energy
required for cell repair is lesser when compared to what is necessary
for cell creation or division.

Hence, during the period of intermittent fasting, cell division and
creation in the body becomes reduced. This is a necessary process,
vital especially for the healing of malignant cells which thrive as a
result of abnormal cell division.

In the body, the human growth hormone (HGH) takes care of the
process of cell repair. It is a human growth hormone that brings
about changes in metabolism that cause tissue repair and fat
burning. Thus, when we fast, the body can concentrate more on
repairing body tissues with amino acids and enzymes. This restores
tissue collagen and also triggers an improvement in bones,
ligaments, tendons and the general muscle function in the body.



Chapter 2:
Introducing the 16:8 Intermittent
Fasting

What is 16:8 Intermittent Fasting?

On this intermittent fasting method, you fast 16 hours of the day, and
only eat during the remaining 8 hours of the day. The fasting window
is a total of 16 hours a day; Your fasting window will mostly be during
the time you are sleeping. During your fasting window, you will not
eat any calories at all. Not eating when your mind and body are
accustomed to eating will be difficult, but the challenge is mind over
matter, and you matter, so you will succeed. Choose a time to start
and stop your feeding window, when the feeding window stops, the
fasting window starts, and when the fasting window stops, the
feeding window starts, and so on.

People who cannot Fast on the 8:16 Plan

Intermittent Fasting can work for anyone. It can help anyone get
healthy, lose weight and build lean muscles. However, there are a
few exceptions. These exceptions are mainly for safety and health
reasons. There are certain current health conditions that may worsen
when you enter long fasting periods.



Sleep deprived or stressed

People who are experiencing high-stress levels for quite a long
time are not good candidates for long fasting periods. These also
include those who are sleep-deprived. Sleep deprivation and chronic
high stress levels take a huge toll on health. Add fasting periods and
the body will be subjected to extremely high strain. This can
seriously deplete the body’s capability to compensate and keep the
organs working, further leading to a host of serious, potentially fatal
conditions. There can be accelerated cell aging and death,
accumulation of toxins, reduced immunity and slowing of metabolism
and organ functioning.

It is advisable to address stress and sleep deprivation first before
going in the IF lifestyle.



Sugar or food addict

If you have an addiction to sugar or certain food, fasting will
become especially difficult. You will experience intensified cravings.
If you are trying to wean off sugar, then fasting may cause you to
relapse. There is a huge possibility that you will gorge on high sugar
foods during the eating window. It is better to find other ways to deal
with sugar addiction.



Medication

The actions of certain medications are affected by conditions in
the body. Adjustments in dosages may be necessary. If you are
taking medications for any health condition, inform your doctor about
your plan in following the IF diet. Discuss with your doctor first before
jumping into the IF life.

Pregnant and breastfeeding women, children

These people have high nutritional requirements for various
metabolic and growth needs. Pregnant women need to eat to
provide for the nutritional needs of the baby. Prolonged fasting states
in pregnant women can lead to weakness and some potential
complications like poor fetal growth.

For breastfeeding women, long fasting periods are also not
recommended. They need to eat because they have to retain a good
supply of nutrients for breast milk production. They also need the
energy to replenish what they lost during the milk production process
and the breastfeeding sessions. This stage can be really taxing on a
woman’s strength.

Children are at a stage of rapid growth and development. They
have high nutritional requirements to fuel growth spurt and the
maturation of their various organs. This is not the time to force their
bodies into relying on fat stores during fasted states. It is still better
for children to eat nutritious foods whenever they are hungry.

How the 16:8 IF diet works

In this method of IF, you only eat within 8 hours and then fast for
16 hours. Most people will think that this will cause them to
experience extreme hunger. Normally, we eat all day - from the time
we get up in the morning and until we finally go to sleep at night.
That will be averaging anywhere from 12 to 14 hours. This is called
the fed state.

In this state, the body focuses more on digesting and absorbing
recently eaten foods. These processes can take up to several hours.



During the fed state, the body’s fat-burning processes are at a
minimum. It is hard for the body to burn stored fats during the fed
state because it relies on the energy derived from recent food
consumption.

Insulin levels are high during the fed state. This is a response to
the influx of glucose from foods. This more elevated insulin level also
hinders fat burning.

After the fed state, the body enters the post-absorptive state. In
this state, the body is neither digesting nor processing food. This
usually lasts for about 1 to 2 hours after you last ate a meal.

After the post-absorptive state, if you still haven’t eaten or drank
anything that contains calories, your body enters the fasted state.

During the fasting period, your digestive system does not actively
digest solid foods. Instead, it concentrates on fully metabolizing and
absorbing the nutrients from foods. This becomes an opportunity to
utilize foods fully and turn these into readily usable energy. This
energy is quickly used up by the body. Efficient energy use lessens
the possibility of converting excess calories into fats.

In the fasted state, levels of insulin are low. The inhibitory effect
of insulin on fat-burning is reduced; hence, the body can turn on its
fat burning processes at full force. This is why people who go on
intermittent fasts burn fats and lose weight without changing their
current diet. Even if they still eat the same kinds of foods every day,
weight loss is evident.

Steady weight loss is achievable in the 8:16 intermittent fasting
diet. This is because the cells burn glycogen stores for energy during
the fasted state. When you eat again to break the fast, your body will
turn energy into glycogen, instead of turning it into fat cells. This
further enhances weight maintenance by reducing the amount of
food that gets turned and stored as fats.

How to Follow The 16:8 Method



The 16:8 method is very flexible, and that means you can choose
your own specific 8-hour eating window, according to your day. You
might work shifts, and that means you sleep at different times. What
you should do in that case is pick an 8-hour window which is when
you are mostly awake. Obviously!

For example, if you are working nights and you are sleeping
between the hours of 10am and 6pm, that means you can eat from
6pm until 2am. You would then probably be working until the
following morning when you would head off to sleep, but you could
drink coffee (unsweetened and black) to keep you going also, and
plenty of water. This might not work for you, so you could think about
shifting your pattern and starting it later, perhaps if you don'’t feel like
eating the moment you open your eyes. You could then choose an
eating window of 9pm and eat freely until 5am.

It’s really up to you!

We've already covered the two main methods most people try
with the 16:8, and that is the skipping breakfast and starting to eat at
lunchtime routine, or in the case of someone who really needs
breakfast because they can’t concentrate without it.

It's not only about when you can eat, but it's also about what you
eat too. Whilst there are no restrictions and no lists of foods you
must eat and foods you shouldn't, always remember that if you
suddenly pile a huge breakfast or lunch on your plate after fasting,
you're going to end up with stomach ache. That could mean that you
end up eating too many calories within your eating window and
actually put weight on, or you end up with stomach disturbances for
the rest of your eating window, don't get enough fuel during that time
because your stomach is so bloated you can't bear to eat, and then
you're hungry during your fasting time. It's about choosing carefully,
which we’ll talk about a little more shortly.

So, how many calories should you eat? It depends on whether
you want to lose weight or maintain. A standard calorie amount to
maintain weight is 2500 calories per day for a man and 2000 calories



per day for a woman. This does depend on the height, current
weight, and metabolism of the person, and is really only an average,
healthy amount. If you want more solid guidelines on your specific
circumstances, speak to your doctor, who will be able to give you a
calorie aim plan tailored to your needs.

Within that calorie amount, you should make sure that you get a
good, varied diet. That means proteins, carbs, fats, vitamins and
minerals. Again, we're going to cover what you can and can't eat,
loosely because there are no rules, shortly, but varied is the way to
go. lronically this will also help you enjoy your new lifestyle more,
because you're not bored and eating the same things all the time.
This is a pitfall many people suffer from regular low-calorie diets; the
change is so restrictive that they end up eating the same thing day
in, day out, and over time they get so bored and simply rebel against
it. This usually ends in a binge day, which causes extreme guilt and
then leads them to throw the diet in the bin and go back to eating
whatever they want.

Whilst following the 16:8 method, you should also make sure that
you drink plenty of water throughout the day, whether fasting or
eating. This ensures that you don’t become dehydrated and will also
aid in digestion. In addition, you should also exercise too!

Now, there are no rules to say that you must exercise whilst
following an intermittent fasting routine, but it will help you lose
weight faster, and it will help with your general health and wellbeing.
Exercise is fantastic on so many levels, not least helping to build
lean muscle, which also boosts your ability to burn fat as an energy
source. Exercise is also known to help with mental health issues,
such as anxiety and depression, as well as stress. We all live
stressful lives, and a little exercise can sometimes be enough to
reduce it to levels which are extremely manageable. Aside from
anything else, exercise can be a sociable and fun activity!



Chapter 3:

Foods to Enjoy/Avoid on 16:8

Foods to Eat

Eggs - Make sure you eat the yolk because this contains
the vitamins Nd protein!

Leafy greens - We're talking about things like spinach,
collards, Kale, and Swiss chards to name a few, and
these are packed with fiber and low in calories too

Oily and fatty fish, such as salmon - Salmon is a fish
which will keep you feeling full, but it's also high in
omega 3 fatty acids which are ideal for boosting brain
health, reducing inflammation, and generally helping with
weight loss too. If salmon isn’t your bag, try mackerel,
trout, herring, and sardines instead

Cruciferous vegetables - In this case, you need to look
toward Brussels sprouts, broccoli, cabbage, and
cauliflower. Again, these types of vegetables contain a
high fiber amount which helps you feel fuller for longer,
but also have cancer-fighting attributes

Lean meats - Stick to beef and chicken for the best
options, but make sure that you go for the leanest cuts
possible. You'll get a good protein boost here, but you
can also make all manner of delicious dishes with both
types of meat!

Boiled potatoes - You might think that potatoes are bad
for you, and in most cases, they are, especially if you fry
them, but boiled potatoes are actually a good choice,
especially if you lack in potassium. They are also very
filling.

Tuna - This is a different type of fish to the oily fish we
mentioned earlier, and it's very low fat, but high in



protein. Go for tuna which is canned containing water
and not oil for the healthiest option. Pile it onto a jacket
potato for a delicious and healthy meal!

Beans and other types of legumes - These are the staple
of any healthy diet and are super filling too. We're talking
about things like kidney beans, lentils’ Nd black beans
here, and they’re high in fiber and protein.

Cottage cheese - If you're a cheese fan, there’s no
reason to deny yourself, but most cheeses are quite high
in fat. In that case, why not opt for cottage cheese
instead? This is high in protein and quite filling, but low
in calories.

Avocados - The fad food of the moment is actually very
healthy and great for boosting your brain power! Mash it
up on some toast for a great breakfast packed with
potassium and plenty of fiber.

Nuts - Instead of snacking on chocolate and crisps, why
not snack on nuts? You'll get great amounts of healthy
fats, as well as fiber and protein, and they’re filling too.
Don’t eat too many, however, as they can be high in
calories if you overindulge.

Whole grains - Everyone knows that whole grains are
packed with fiber and therefore keep you fuller for
longer, so this is the ideal choice for anyone who is
trying intermittent fasting. Try quinoa, brown rice, and
oats to get you started.

Fruits - Not all fruits are healthy, but they’re certainly a
better option than chocolate and crisps! You'll also get a
plethora of different vitamins and minerals, as well as a
boost of antioxidants into your diet - ideal for your
immune system.

Seeds - Again, just like nuts, seeds make a great snack,
and they can be sprinkled on many foods, such as



yogurt and porridge. Try chia seeds for a high fiber treat,
whilst being low calorie at the same time.

Coconut oil and extra virgin olive oil - You will no doubt
have heard of the wonders of coconut oil, and this is a
very healthy oil to try cooking with. Coconut oil is made
up of something called medium-chain triglycerides, and
whilst you might panic at the word triglycerides, these
are actually the healthy type! If you want to go for
something totally low in calories; however, then you can’t
beat extra virgin olive oil.

Yogurt - Perfect for a gut health boost, yogurt is your
friend because it will keep you full and it also has
probiotic content, provided you go for products which
say ‘live and active cultures’ on the pot. Avoid the overly
sugary yogurt treats and anything which says ‘low fat’
normally isn’t as positive as it sounds!



Foods to Avoid

e Sugary foods may curb your appetite, but they won’t do
anything good for your body in the long run. Steer clear
for your future ease.

» Highly GMO foods are also things to avoid when you're
working through your fast. They can offset the actual
nutrition being provided by other foods in your diet.

Drinks to Take

You are allowed to take drinks while fasting. Go for drinks that are
nutritious because they are good for the body. Some of the drinks
that you can take are listed below;

Water with fruit or veggie slices will provide nourishment and
flavor for those times when you're fasting and need a little extra
boost!

Probiotic drinks like kombucha or kefir will work to heal your gut
and tide you over till the next eating window.

Black coffee will become your new best friend but be sure not to
add cream and sugar! They detract from the good work coffee can
do for your body during IF.

Teas of any kind are soothing as well as healing for various
elements of the body, mind, and soul. Once again, be sure to omit
the cream and sugar!

Chilled or heated broths made from vegetables, bone, or animals
can sustain one’s energy during times of fast, too.

Apple Cider Vinegar shots are great for the tummy and for
healing overall! Hippocrates’ remedy for any ailment included this
and a healthy regimen of fasting occasionally, so you’re sure to
succeed with this trick.



Water with salt can provide electrolytes, hydration, and brief
sustenance for anyone whose stomachs won’t stop grumbling.

Fresh-pressed juices are always great for the body, mind, and
soul, and in times of IF, they can sustain one’s energy and mood
during day-long fast periods, in particular.

Wheatgrass shots are just as healthy as ACV shots, with a whole
other subset of benefits. To awaken your body and give a jolt to your
system, try these on for size.

Coconut water is more hydrating than standard water, and it’s full
of additional nutrients, too! Try this alternative if you need some
enhancement to your usual water.



Chapter 4:
Other Types of Intermittent Fasting

Lean-Gains Method

This intermittent fasting method focuses on a healthy diet, fasting
and rigorous exercises. It is popular because of its ability to convert
fats straight to muscle. The main objective of this method is to fast
14-16 hours every day from when you wake up.

Waking up and fasting up to 1 pm and doing a warmup and
stretches just before midday is a perfect approach to this method.
From midday, do any exercise of choice for up to one hour and break
your fast at 1 pm.

From there, go about your day’s activities normally, and when it is
around 4pm, eat again. Eat again at around 9 pm. This will give you
about 15hours of fast untii 1 pm on the following day. If it is
challenging at the beginning, you can start fasting for 13 hours for
several days and then increasing to 15 hours.

14:10 Method

In this method, you fast for 14 hours and eat during the other 100
hours. It works in a similar way as the 16:8. The difference is that the
eating period in this method is 10 hours as opposed to 8 hours in
14:8. This allows more time for people whose routines are physically
intense and also those who to eat later.

20:4 Method

Whereas 14:10 method was an easier step down from 16:8
method, 20:4 method is absolutely an increase in terms of difficulty.
I's a more intense method certainly, for it requires 20 hours of
fasting within each day with only a 4-hour eating window for the
individual to gain all his or her nutrients and energy.

The majority of the people who opt to use this method end up
having either one large meal with several snacks or they have two



smaller meals with fewer snacks. 20:4 is flexible in that sense—the
sense whereby the individual chooses how the eating window is
divided amongst meals and snacks.

20:4 method is tricky, for many people instinctually over-eat
during the eating window, but that's neither necessary nor is it
healthy. People that choose 20:4 method should try to keep meal
portions around the same size that they would normally have been
without fasting. Experimenting on how many snacks are needed will
be helpful as well with this method.

Many people end up working up to 20:4 from other methods,
based on what their bodies can handle and what they’'re ready to
attempt. Few start with 20:4, so if it's not working for you right away,
please don’t be too hard on yourself! Step it back to 16:8 and then
see how soon you can get back to where you'd like to be.

The Warrior Method

The warrior method is quite similar to 20:4 method in that the
individual fasts for 20 hours within each day and breaks fast for a 4-
hour eating window. The difference is in the outlook and mindset of
the practitioner, however. Essentially, the thought process behind the
warrior method is that, in ancient times, the hunter coming home
from stalking prey or the warrior coming home from battle would
really only get one meal each day. One meal would have to provide
sustenance for the rest of the day, recuperative energy from the
ordeal, and sustainable energy for the future.

Therefore, practitioners of warrior method are encouraged to
have one large meal when they breakfast, and that meal should be
jam-packed with fats, proteins, and carbs for the rest of the day (and
for the days ahead). Just like with 20:4 method, however, it can
sometimes be too intense for practitioners, and it's very easy to
scale this one back in forcefulness by making up a method like 18:6
or 17:7. If it's not working, don’t force it to work past two weeks, but
do try to make it through a week to see if it's your stubbornness or if
it's just a mismatch with the method.



12:12 Method

12:12 method is a little easier, along with the lines of 14:10,
rather than 16:8 or 20:4. Beginners to Intermittent Fasting would do
well to try this one right off the bat. Some people get 12 hours of
sleep each night and can easily wake up from the fasting period,
ready to engage with the eating window. Many people use this
method in their lives without even knowing it.

To go about 12:12 method in your life, however, you’ll want to be
as purposeful about it as you can be. Make sure to be strict about
your 12-hour cut-offs. Make sure it's working and feeling good in
your body, and then you're invited to take things up a notch and try,
say, 14:10 or maybe your own invention, like 15:11. As always, start
with what works and then move up (or down) to what feels right (and
even possibly better).



5:2 Method

5:2 method is popular among those who want to take things up a
notch generally. Instead of fasting and eating within each day, these
individuals take up a practice of fasting two whole days out of the
week. The other 5 days are free to eat, exercise, or diet as desired,
but those other two days (which can be consecutive or scattered
throughout the week) must be strictly fasting days.

For those fasting days, it's not as if the individual can’'t eat
anything altogether, however. In actuality, one is allowed to consume
no more than 500 calories each day for this Intermittent Fasting
method. | suppose these fasting days would be better referred to as
“restricted-intake” days, for that is a more accurate description.

5:2 method is extremely rewarding, but it is also one of the more
difficult ones to attempt. If you’re having issues with this method,
don’t be afraid to experiment the next week with a method like 14:10
or 16:8, where you’re fasting and eating within each day. If that
works better for you, don’t be ashamed to embrace it! However, if
you're dedicated to having days “on” and days “off” with fasting and
eating, there are other alternatives, too.

Eat-Stop-Eat (24-Hour) Method

The eat-stop-eat or 24-hour method is another option for people
who want to have days “on” and “off” between fasting and eating. It's
a little less intense than the 5:2 method, and it's much more flexible
for the person, depending on what he or she needs. For instance, if
you need a literal 24-hour fast each week and that’s it, you can do
that. Meanwhile, if you want a more flexible 5:2 method-type thing to
happen, you can work with what you want and create a method
surrounding those desires and goals.

The most successful approaches to the eat-stop-eat method
have involved more strict dieting (or at the very least, cautious and
healthy eating) during the 5 or 6 days when the individual engages in
the week’s free-eating window. For the individual to truly see
success with weight loss, there will have to be some caloric



restriction (or high nutrition focus) those 5 or 6 days, too, so that the
body will have a version of consistency in health and nutrition
content.

On the one or two days each week the individual decides to fast,
there can still be highly-restricted caloric intake. As with the 5:2
method, he or she can consume no more than 500 calories worth of
food and drink during these fasting days so that the body can
maintain energy flow and more.

If the individual engages in exercise, those workout days should
absolutely be reserved for the 5 or 6 free-eating days. The same
goes for the 5:2 method. Try not to exercise (at least not excessively)
on those days that are chosen for fasting. Your body will not
appreciate the added stress when you’re taking in so few calories.
As always, you can choose to move up from eat-stop-eat to another
method if this works easily and you’re interested in something more.
Furthermore, you can start with a strict 24-hour method and then
move up to a more flexible eat-stop-eat approach! Do what feels
right, and never be afraid to troubleshoot one method for the sake of
choosing another.

Alternate-Day Method

The alternate-day method is similar to eat-stop-eat and 5:2
methods because it focuses on individual days “on” and “off’ for
fasting and eating. The difference for this method, in particular, is
that it ends up being at least 2 days a week fasting, and sometimes,
it can be as many as 4.

Some people follow very strict approaches to alternate-day
method and literally fast every other day, only consuming 500
calories or less on those days designated for fasting. Some people,
on the other hand, are much more flexible, and they tend to go for
two days eating, one day fasting, two days eating, one day fasting,
etc. The alternate-day method is even more flexible than eat-stop-
eat in that sense, for it allows the individual to choose how he or she



alternates between eating and fasting, based on what works for the
body and mind the best.

The alternate-day method is like a step up from eat-stop-eat and
24-hour methods, especially if the individual truly alternates one-day
fasting and the next day eating, etc. This more intense style of
fasting works particularly well for people who are working on equally
intense fitness regimens, surprisingly. People who are eating more
calories a day than 2000 (which is true for a lot of bodybuilders and
fitness buffs) will have more to gain from the alternate-day method,
for you only have to cut back your eating on fasting days to about
25% of your standard caloric intake. Therefore, those fasting days
can still provide solid nutritional support for fithness experts while
helping them sculpt their bodies and maintain a new level of health.

Spontaneous Skipping Method

Alternate-day method and eat-stop-eat method are certainly
flexible in their approaches to when the individual fasts and when he
or she eats. However, none of those mentioned above plans are
quite as flexible as spontaneous skipping method. Spontaneous
skipping method literally only requires that the individual skip meals
within each day, whenever desired (and when it's sensed that the
body can handle it).

Many people with more sensitive digestive systems or who
practice more intense fitness regimens will start their experiences
with |IF through spontaneous skipping method before moving on to
something more intensive. People who have very haphazard daily
schedules or people who are around food a lot but forget to eat will
benefit from this method, for it works well with chaotic schedules and
unplanned energies.

Despite that chaotic and unorganized potential, spontaneous
skipping method can also be more structured and organized,
depending on what you make of it! For instance, someone desiring
more structure can choose which meal each day they'd like to skip.
Let's say he chooses to skip breakfast each day. Then, his



spontaneous skipping method will be structured around making sure
to skip breakfast (a.k.a.—not to eat until at least 12 pm) daily.
Whatever you need to do to make this method work, try it! This
method is made for experimentation and adventurousness.

Crescendo Method

The method is very well-suited for female practitioners (since
their anatomies can be so detrimentally sensitive to high-intensity
fasts). Essentially, this approach is made for internal awareness,
gentle introductions, and gradual additions, depending on what
works and what doesn’t. It's a very active, trial-and-error type of
method.

Through crescendo method, the individual starts by only fasting 2
or 3 days a week, and on those fast days, it wouldn’t be a very
intense fast at all. In fact, it wouldn’t even be so strict that the
individual would have to consume no more than 500 calories, like
with 5:2, eat-stop-eat, and others. Instead, these “fasting” days
would be trial periods for methods like 12:12, 14:10, 16:8, or 20:4.
The remaining 4 or 5 days out of the week would be open eating-
window periods, but again, the practitioner is encouraged to maintain
a healthy diet throughout the week.

Crescendo method works extremely well for female practitioners
because it enables them to see how methods like 14:10 or 12:12 will
affect their bodies without tying them to the method hook, line, and
sinker. It allows them to see what each method does to their
hormone levels, their menstruation tendencies, and their mood
swings. Therefore, the crescendo method encourages these people
to be more in touch with their bodies before moving too quickly into
something that could do serious anatomical and hormonal damage.

Crescendo method will work extremely well for overweight or
diabetic practitioners, too, for it will allow them to have these same
“trial period” moments with all the methods before choosing what
feels and works best, based on each individual situation.



Chapter 5:
Myths About Intermittent Fasting

There are many myths out there about Intermittent Fasting. the
common myths are as follows;

MYTH: Your body will definitely enter in
starvation mode.

TRUTH: Your body will not definitely enter in starvation mode
through Intermittent Fasting. Skipping meals or adjusting to longer
periods between meals where you don’t eat is not going to make you
starve. It's going to help your body remember how to absorb
nutrients. It's going to help you thrive instead.

MYTH: You’ll lose muscle in this endeavor.

TRUTH : This myth goes along the same lines as the first one,
above. Just like your body won’t enter the starvation mode (unless
something goes very, very wrong or you’re trying to do too much);
your body won’t lose muscle through IF. The only reason why
intermittent fasting would cause muscle loss would be if it was
causing you to starve, but once again, the first myth addresses this
falsity, making this myth false as well.



MYTH: You’'ll almost assuredly overeat during
eating windows, and that’s not healthy at all.

TRUTH: wWwhile some people will have the instinct to overeat
during eating windows, not everyone will overeat. Even those who
do at the start will realize how to move forward without this
overeating instinct in the future. Your body will urge you to overeat
because, at the start, it won’t realize what you’re doing to it, but as
long as you keep portion sizes largely the same and don’t gorge on
snacks, your body will adjust and so will your appetite.

MYTH: Your metabolism will slow down
dangerously.

TRUTH: Your metabolism won’t slow down just because you’re
eating less often. People who think this myth is true, only assume
that restricted caloric intake will make one’s metabolism slow down
over time, but these individuals forget that IF isn’t necessarily about
cutting down calories overall. It's actually about cutting down the
times during which one consumes calories. There needn’t be any
caloric restriction whatsoever! It just depends on the practitioner and
what he or she decides to do with dieting in addition to IF.

MYTH: You’'ll only gain weight if you try skipping
meals.

TRUTH: This myth is based on the same logic that drives the
myth about overeating. If you gorge yourself during your eating
windows, you’ll surely gain weight, but hardly anyone will
continuously gorge with IF. Anyone who tries will realize how
unsuccessful it is, so he or she will not continuously gorge in
response. Anyone who doesn'’t realize his or her efforts with eating
are unsuccessful will soon realize that something’s wrong, as his or
her weight shows no improvement. Skipping meals never
necessarily means that someone will gain weight. It just means that
people who skip meals and gorge or overeat when it is mealtime
won’t see the desired effects.



MYTH: During fast periods, you literally can’t eat
anything.

TRUTH : This myth is partially true and partially false. It's true only
for methods like 12:12, 14:10, 16:8, and 20:4 that require fasting and
eating in alternation within each individual day. For 12:12 method, for
example, you'd spend 12 hours fasting and 12 hours eating. In this
case, you would definitely not eat anything or consume any calories
during that 12-hour fasting window, but the same isn’t true for
methods that alternate between days “on” and days “off’ between
fasting and eating. For those types of methods, you absolutely can
eat during fasting periods! It might feel counterintuitive as you read
these words, but you don’t explicitly have to eat nothing during fast
periods. Most methods that have full days of fasting actually allow for
caloric intake as long as it's restricted by 20-25% of one’s normal
intake. Therefore, for methods like 5:2, alternate-day, eat-stop-eat,
and crescendo, on days when you’re fasting, you can still consume
around 500 calories, and that will help a lot!

MYTH: There’s only one way to do IF that’s right
and truly the best.

TRUTH: This myth is absolutely and utterly false. There is no one
right way to practice Intermittent Fasting, and part of the beauty of IF
is that there are so many different methods, meaning each
approaching IF likely has a few different options to choose from.
Similarly, different body and personality types will be drawn to
different methods, based on individuals’ abilities and goals. IF is
about flexibility, adjustment, and self-correction. There’s no one right
method for everyone, and there’s no “best” method to strive for. Do
whatever method feels right and suits your life, and once you’ve
found it, practice it as long as you can! That’s far more realistic and
accessible.

MYTH: It’s not natural to fast like that.

TRUTH: It's more natural to practice Intermittent Fasting than
it is to eat three full meals each day! It's more connected to our



evolutionary drives and to our primitive selves to eat like this. And it’s
better for our brains, hearts, cells, and digestive systems to have a
break from food once in a while to recalibrate. As you learned in the
Introduction, people have been practicing Intermittent Fasting as
long as humans have been in existence. It's only myths like this that
circulate today that make it seem like IF is foreign, unhealthy, and
dangerous. Animals of all types become healthier after periods of
fasting, and humans are no different. Remember that we are animals
and that IF is in our nature. Proceed with that confidence and
knowledge!



Chapter 5:
Frequently Asked Questions

Most types of changes come with a lot of questions and intermittent
fasting is no different. Here are some frequently asked questions
from beginners.

Can | have coffee?
Yes, you can have black coffee, water, and plain steeped tea.

Can | add cream/sugar/milk in my coffee?

The goal of fasting is not to add calories, so the answer is no, you
should not add anything to your coffee. However, | have heard of
cases in which intermittent fasters add less than 50 calories to their
coffee and they have claimed to still be successful with intermittent
fasting; | have heard that it does not affect their fasted state, but
keep in mind all individuals are not created equal. | would not
recommend adding anything to your coffee, but if adding something
to your coffee still makes this a good change for the goal you have
for yourself, then give it a try.



Does intermittent fasting work well with
veganism, paleo, keto, vegetarianism, or any
other styles of eating?

Yes, the beauty of intermittent fasting is that it can be combined
with any style of eating unless otherwise directed by a medical
professional. You can turn your style of eating into the 16:8 method
with ease, as this change does not restrict or state the style/types of
food you eat, it is specifically based on the timing of your eating.



Is there an alternative to the 16:8 method if |
cannot initially fast 16 hours and raise it up to
167

Yes, especially for women, it is recommended that if women
cannot or are not willing to do a 16 hour fast, they can start with a
14-hour fasting window and 10-hour feeding window. This is
recommended for women, but men can start here if needed. Once

the 14 hours is mastered, you can then work your way up to the 16:8
method.

Can | have a cheat meal?

Technically, you can eat what you want when intermittent fasting;
there are no food group restrictions. There is no cheat meal to have,
unless you have decided that you have put yourself on some type of
restrictive meals/foods to not indulge in, if so, then yes, but |
recommend to always eat in moderation.



What are some healthy snack foods to eat on the
go during my feeding window?

Pepperoni slices, fruit, veggie tray, Skinny Pop popcorn individual
bags (unless you will always measure the servings before
consuming), turkey/beef jerky, individual peanut butter cups, whole

grain cereal, almond milk, eggs, rice cakes, nuts (individual bags),
hummus, and more.



| am too hungry during my fasting window. What
should | do?

Be patient and your body to adapt to this change. This may take
some time, for some, it occurs fast, for others, it may take a week or
so, but this depends on how you were eating before you began this
lifestyle. According to Collier in 2013, your body is still adjusting to
how it was functioning before and is fighting you to get back to that
way, as most people were eating more frequently and maybe even
more meals or snacks during the day. Eventually, you will not feel
this way. Eventually, you will adapt to your feeding and fasting
windows and the urge to eat or the thought of starving will get easier
and easier until it goes away.



Why am | not losing fat faster, like other people
are?

It is more than likely a combination of not eating the appropriate
portions when you are eating and/or not preparing to eat the right
food choices. Although fat and weight loss can still happen, it is more
frequent and visible when the appropriate food choices and portions
are selected and prepared.



How can | stay full longer?
Eat more fiber and drink more water, stay hydrated.

Do | have to eat low carb?

No, you can eat what you want during your feeding window. |
recommend eating proportionately and choosing healthier food
options. Instead of white bread choose whole grain bread. Instead of
white rice choose brown rice. Instead of anything with high fructose
corn syrup, scratch it off, instead of canned fruit, eat fresh fruit.

Should | exercise in the fasted state?

You can, but it is not required. It is also not recommended on
heavy lifting days.



What if | am on medications and must eat with
my morning medications?

In this case, you would need to make your feeding window begin
at whatever time you take your meds. | would recommend taking
your meds as late as you can in the mornings but do get
authorization of your plan from a medical professional.



Should | discuss this with my medical
professional before beginning the change?

Yes, you should always discuss diet changes with a medical
professional before you begin.

Frequent mistakes

People have failed due to the following frequent mistakes. Don’t
be one of these people, be knowledgeable and plan and think
ahead.

One of the biggest mistakes beginners make is not finishing this
book to the end and not taking this information seriously; basically,
starting too soon, before you are prepared to start. While reading this
book, it's a good idea to take notes, and jot down an individual plan
while reading and sometimes doing further research during your
reading. It wouldn’t hurt even to read this book twice, especially if
this is your first exposure to fasting, specifically intermittent fasting.

Another mistake that is made, not only with intermittent fasting
but with any and most diet plans or lifestyle eating changes, is when
people try to implement too many changes at once. Becoming a
vegan and implementing intermittent fasting at the same time is not a
great idea. Starting to work out with a trainer 4 days a week and
implement intermittent fasting is not recommended. It is not
goodstarting a new job with varying schedules and implement
intermittent fasting at the same time. It is also nota good idea starting
a new medication, a new workout plan, and intermittent fasting at the
same time. Not to say this is impossible, it is, but on average these
are too many changes at once for a beginner.

Most of us have been taught to eat 3 good sized meals a day,
breakfast, lunch, and dinner (which includes dessert) and to have
shacks in between meals, so anything outside of this set up seems
out of the norm. Many people are habituated to always eating
something during most times of their day. Most events we host or
attend, are surrounded by food and beverages, so food is always



readily available. Being without food for 16 hours sounds foreign and
impossible because it is not what we are accustomed too.

Intermittent fasting brings about a new idea that life is not all
about eating food all the time. People are in fear of this idea at the
start, which denotes negativity; they may fail in making this big of a
change due to their own negative assumptions and thoughts. Do not
be afraid to be hungry; you will not starve during these 16 hours, you
will survive, and be successful with weight loss, better health, and
weight management.

During the beginning stages of intermittent fasting, it is vital to
NOT constantly watch the clock. It is recommended that you use
your time wisely. Intermittent fasting will inadvertently assist you with
your time management if you listen to this recommendation. While
fasting, be productive, stay busy, because 16 hours of fasting is just
that 16 hours of not eating. Most people will sleep the maijority of the
16 hours of fasting times, but it will take time for your body AND your
mind to become accustomed to not eating breakfast or not eating or
drinking whatever as soon as you wake up each morning, so make
sure you attempt to stay busy and never get too much in your heard
or get bored.

Some people are familiar with eating mostly junk foods: no
nutrients, minerals, vitamins, or any form of a balanced meal. Sugar
cravings, addictions, and food obsessiveness for these people will
be one of your hardest challenges. A good way to counterbalance
this is not to purchase sugary, unhealthy foods to be stored near
you, especially during the beginning stages of intermittent fasting.
We are accustomed to snacking all the time, snacking is allowed
during the feeding windows, but it is recommended to make better
snack options, choose fruit, not donuts, choose whole grain cereal
instead of Frosted Flakes, choose nuts over candy bars.

Your body needs to be always hydrated. Sometimes your body
sends your brain signals that it's hungry when you are not physically
hungry; you are instead thirsty and needing liquid intake. A major
mistake is not drinking an adequate amount of water daily. To assist



with making water intake routine, people can start each meal with an
8 oz glass of water, drink steeped tea during either fasting or feeding
times (both are acceptable), start the morning with a glass of lemon
water, and/or during the feeding windows infuse water with fruits,
mints, and more.

Lastly, but in no way least of the mistakes made by beginners is
the idea that you don’t need to choose your foods wisely. Yes, you
can eat your favorite foods, yes you can still eat out at restaurants
with your families, yes you can still attend social events which
includes a buffet and more, but it is recommended to choose
healthier options, use portion control, and read food labels if
possible; basically, make smart choices to ensure you have optimal
results while intermittent fasting. There is no diet or way of eating in
which you can lose weight or maintain weight with no regard to
calorie intake.Calories count no matter what diet or way of eating
you are following. Intermittent fasting is no different; you cannot get
away with excessive calorie intake.



Chapter 6:
Scientific Facts About Intermittent
Fasting

Intermittent fasting has been found to help people lose weight and
also promote their health. However, conventional calorie restrictions
diets are superior to IF. This is according to a study called HELENA-
intermittent fasting’s largest research in history. It was done by
scientists from Heidelberg University Hospital and the German
Cancer Research Center (DKFZ). They found out that there are
different routes to achieve a healthier weight. You just have to get a
diet plan that suits you best.

Increased Brain Cell Production

This is one of the most surprising yet amazing benefits of
intermittent fasting. Fasting has been shown to enhance
neurogenesis, which is the process of developing new brain cells
and nerves. Optimizing the brain’s neurogenesis can help to improve
your mood, focus, memory, and other cognitive functions.

In fact, one study published in the Journal of Cerebral Blood
Flood and Metabolism shows that mice that fasted produced more
brain cells than mice on a regular diet. The researchers measured
cell production, cell death, and neurogenesis. Following 3 months of
intermittent fasting, the mice that fasted showed an increase in brain
cells and had less brain cell damage from a stroke.

Another study, Chronic Intermittent Fasting Improves Cognitive
Functions and Brain Structures in Mice, by Liaoliao Li, Zhi Wang,
and ZhiyiZuo showed that intermittent fasting leads to improvements
in brain activity and cognitive functions in mice. 7-week old mice
were either put on an alternate-day fasting or a high-fat diet for 11
months. There was a substantial difference between the two groups.
Mice on the alternate day fasting diet had higher levels of learning
and memory, more cell production in the brain, and lower levels of



oxidative stress. In comparison, mice on the high-fat diet were obese
with hyperlipidemia and had poor exercise tolerance and
performance.

Research shows that fasting may have a similar positive effect on
your brain as exercise has on your body. Both of these activities
place stress on the brain, making it stronger and more resistant to
stressful stimuli. The brain reacts to stressful stimuli by building up
new neurons and connections.

Both exercise and fasting seem to boost ketones and
mitochondria production within the brain. In addition, new neural
connections and synapses are created and strengthened. This leads
to better memory and learning.

Increased BDNF production

Besides promoting neurogenesis, fasting increases brain-derived
neurotrophic factor (BDNF). BDNF is a growth factor and is critical
for cognitive function. BDNF produces new brain cells and nerves
and creates connections between them. It also helps with learning
and memory and is a natural antidepressant. Higher levels of BDNF
keep neurons healthy and ensures the neurons communicate
effectively with one another. In contrast, lower levels of BDNF can
increase the risks of memory loss, dementia, and other cognitive
problems.

According to a study by Bronwen Martin, Mark P. Mattson, and
Stuart Maudsley (2006), fasting for 16 to 18 hours can increase
BDNF production by as much as 100 percent, and fasting for 36
hours can increase BDNF production by as much 400 percent.

Other research by the National Institute on Aging in the U.S. has
shown that mice who fasted every other day showed improvements
in their cognitive functioning. The team of researchers put 40 mice
on an alternate day fasting schedule (one day on, one day off) and
noted that the parts of their brain responsible for memory were more
active.



In addition, the brain protein, brain-derived neurotrophic factor
(BDNF), increased by up to 50 percent in the mice that fasted.

May protect against Alzheimer’s

Alzheimer's is a dementia type that slowly destroys memory and
mental functions over time. Currently, there isnt a cure for
Alzheimer’s. One study looked at whether intermittent fasting
improved the cognitive function of people with Alzheimer’s.
Researchers looked at ten people with early signs of Alzheimer's.
Each person was asked to make a number of lifestyle modifications,
including fasting for 12 hours each night. 6 months later, 9 out of the
10 subjects showed improvements in their cognitive abilities.

How Intermittent fasting impacts human growth
hormone (HGH))

When you fast, your HGH levels go up. This helps to preserve
lean muscle and breaks down fat. When free fatty acids are released
and converted into energy, this process is known as lipolysis. Obese
individuals generally have inefficient lipolysis processes. Lower HGH
levels may be one possible cause of this.

Besides fasting, HGH levels can also be increased by exercise.
These levels can fluctuate throughout the day since the pituitary
gland releases HGH hormone in spurts. Our HGH levels are
generally higher when we wake up. We produce growth hormone
during sleep, which increases our blood glucose that can be used as
fuel for the day. Thus, this idea that you have to eat breakfast to get
energy is false. Your body is already primed and ready to function in
the morning without having to load up on food.

In addition, many popular breakfast choices, such as cereals and
toasts, are high in sugar and carbs. This can make you feel tired
andlethargic.

HGH is a natural testosterone booster and has been shown to
increase muscle strength and improve exercise performance. In fact,
many bodybuilders and athletes may inject additional HGH to



improve their performance. A study by the International Journal of
Endocrinology looked at the effects of HGH on muscle strength in
men over 50 years old. 14 healthy male subjects were divided into
two groups: seven subjects were placed in the HGH therapy group,
while the remaining seven were placed in the placebo group. 6
months later, all the participants were tested for their body
composition and muscle strength, including a number of exercises,
such as the leg press and bench press exercises. The HGH group
showed a significant increase in muscle strength in the lower body
compared to the placebo group.

One study by the Journal of Clinical Investigation showed that
intermittent fasting dramatically increased the growth hormone
production in men.

Another research from the Journal of Clinical Endocrinology and
Metabolism showed that intermittent fasting reduced leptin levels in
obese adults. This led to instantaneous increases in testosterone
levels.

A fascinating study by the European Journal of Endocrinology
showed that fasting dramatically increased the Gonadotropin-
Releasing Hormone (GnRH), a testosterone precursor, in both obese
and non-obese men. The researchers looked at 17 men who were
divided into two groups (9 men in the obese group and 8 men in the
non-obese group). GnRH levels in the obese men rose by 26% while
the GnRH levels in non-obese men rose by 67%. In addition, serum
testosterone levels shot up by 180% in those in the non-obese

group.
Fasting and Leptin

Fasting is one way to increase leptin and glucose sensitivity.
Leptin levels have been shown to fall after a short-term fast and
return back to normal after eating. Any form of fasting should work
since it forces the body to burn through excess glucose stores.

A study published in the Journal of Clinical Endocrinology &
Metabolism looked at how fasting affected leptin levels in nine obese



men. After three days of fasting, the researchers noted that the
subjects had reductions in total body mass (21.4 £ 3.7%) and leptin
(76.3 £ 8.1%). Leptin levels returned to baseline levels within 12
hours of eating.

Another study published in Metabolism looked at the changes in
serum leptin and endocrine in both men and women after 7 days of
fasting. The subjects were made up of 11 men and 13 women. After
7 days of fasting, the researchers noted that both men and women
lost an average of 4 percent in body weight. Leptin decreased in
both men (from 3.7 £ 0.5 to 2.1 + 0.4 ng/mL) and women (16.2 £ 1.9
ng/mL to 6.0 £ 0.8 ng/mL) following fasting. Compared to men,
women had higher levels of leptin before and after calorie restriction.
However, women showed a bigger decrease in leptin levels overall.

As these studies show, fasting seems to be effective at reducing
leptin levels and body mass in both men and women.

Fasting and Inflammation?

There is proof that intermittent fasting may be an effective way to
reduce inflammation. Research shows that intermittent fasting may
have a protective effect against high blood pressure, high insulin and
inflammation. There is also evidence that shows fasting may help
with type 2 diabetes and autoimmune conditions like MS and
rheumatoid arthritis.

In a study published by the National Center for Biotechnology
Information, researchers fed mice either a low-fat or high-fat diet for
10-12 weeks. After fasting, the mice fed a low-fat diet lost more body
weight (18% compared to 5%), performed better on memory and
learning tasks, and showed better locomotor activity compared to the
mice on a high-fat diet. Low-fat mice also had an improved nervous
system and immune function. The researchers concluded that
fasting has an anti-inflammatory effect on the neuroimmune system,
which a high-fat diet prevents.

Ramadan fasting has been shown to have a positive effect on
reducing inflammation and may even help to treat fatty liver. One



study published in the US National Library of Medicine in 2017
compared 83 people with Nonalcoholic fatty liver disease (NAFLD),
42 who fasted and 41 controls who didn’t fast for Ramadan. Those
who fasted showed significant reductions in glucose, plasma insulin,
insulin resistance, and inflammation compared to the nonfasting

group.



Chapter 7:
Hacks to Success

There are many principal tips and tricks that | use till this day to
continue to ensure my success. While intermittent fasting is all about
the timing of your meals and fasting, it can be so much more if you
decide to use all the resources available to you to keep it exciting,
continue to learn new things, be creative, be consistent and prepare
and be always prepared. Intermittent fasting along with the hacks
discussed below will change your weight and your life forever.

Sharing is Caring

| am not certain if this will help anyone other than myself or not,
but it did help and is still helping me. | have learned that | am best at
all things in life when | am helping others along the way. | have
always shared my knowledge with people day in and day and have
become a coach of intermittent fasting to many. By encouraging
others, | have simultaneously helped myself, because it's a shame to
teach what you can'’t follow right? | won’t be that type of coach. |
practice what | am teaching. Me writing this book has helped me
learn that | know so much about this topic, which is why | have been
so much more successful this time around.

Apps to Download

Pinterest is such a good resource to use when it comes to
planning meals to keep eating the healthier way. This app includes
links to recipes, grocery lists, meal idea, how to prep these meals,
and more. YouTube, of course, is a great resource to review other
people's struggles, peaks, and pits, before and after pictures, to hear
their stories, to help you stay motivated and understand that most of
what you go through while attempting to make this a habit, others
have gone through the same things. MyFitnessPal's blog and
community sections of its app is another great resource to use to join
communities that are specific to intermittent fasting and all its
components



These are good apps to have downloaded on your mobile device,
iPad, or tablet. Using all your free time on these apps should be your
new hobby instead of scrolling on your social media, especially since
everything you see and hear will contribute to the success of making
intermittent fasting a hobby.

Food Delivery Services

Some people decide that Meal Planning and Meal Prep is just not
a realistic lifestyle for them. They may live a busier life than average,
have a big active family, hate to cook, can’t cook, don’t want to cook,
hate shopping, not creative, and more reasons. These people may
choose to use a meal planning/prep or food delivery service to assist
them with their meals.

Sometimes this can be costly, sometimes it may be affordable,
but what it is, is convenient and by using this service you are still
preparing in advance for what life throws at you during this change.
You are still choosing healthier options, and being creative in what
you eat.

Journaling

This lifestyle change will change your life forever. One day you
will have changed so much that you may want to share your journey
with others. If you decide to share, what better way to share than to
go back and see how you felt each day or a few days. It is best
practice tojournal while you go through this journey. Journaling can
be helpful in discovering what your negative triggers are, tracking
your weight and measurement progress, tracking your feelings
towards food, tracking your growth toward meal planning and food
shopping and eating out and chosen food options, tracking your
every step along the way. Your first journal entry should note why
you are doing IF and explain your goals.

Sometimes people go as far as to go back to school for nutrition,
or to be a trainer, life coach, and more, this journal will only assist
you in tracking it all in real time. Your journal could be the road to
success for someone or some other people who feel as though you



once felt. This can also help you when you have those hard days
and want to give up. Journaling can only help you on this journey; it
is best practice for success.

Family Lifestyle Change

| wouldn't recommend making a drastic change, but after a few
days maybe a week it's a good idea to start your family and
sometimes even the company you keep around you to start eating
what you eat and when you eat. If you are the cook and shopper in
your house, this will be a better use of your time. You will only have
to meal plan once, shop once, and cook a few meals that will feed
everyone for a couple of days. Hopefully, this gives you more time
during the week to add in exercise if you don't, or if you do maybe a
second workout, or maybe give you a few hours of time each day to
do something else you have been wanting to do, like maybe writing a
book.

Brush your Teeth Earlier

Everyone should brush their teeth before bed each night. With
intermittent fasting, it's better to practice brushing your teeth after
your last meal. The taste of toothpaste and/orListerine should keep
you from wanting to do any further eating. This is just a mind trick,
but it has been a successful, helpful trick that | still use.

How to Order at Restaurants

Know the menu before you go. | repeat, know the menu before
you go. Most restaurants, even fast-food restaurants, have websites
in which you can view their menu options. If you know what’s on the
menu before you go, you can be proactive in deciding what you will
order as the best option for you. Have a few staple times that most
restaurants offer. grilled salmon, chicken breast, shrimp, any
seafood, fried chicken wings no breading or sauce, burgers wrapped
in lettuce, salads, and more.

Most restaurants DO NOT serve appropriate portions of food.
This is an advertising mechanism for the restaurants; it is an
effective way for them to get you to continually come back and



spend money with them. | mean, who wants to go to a restaurant
that serves those small plate options? Most restaurants serve 2 and
sometimes 3 times the portion that a person should be eating in one
sitting.

To ensure you spend your money wisely but getting the food you
pay for, while simultaneously ensuring that you are using good
portion control, when you order at a restaurant it is good practice to
go ahead and ask for a to-go plate and when your food arrives, split
your food up by keeping an appropriate portion to eat now and
package away the other 2 or 3 servings for later options.

Lunch Bag Prep

Every evening after dinner, clean the kitchen and prepare for the
next day. This includes preparing my lunch bag for the next day. |
add the following to my lunch bag each day. 2 full meals, 3-4 snacks,
and 2-3 bottles of water and sparkling water. Although most days, |
eat dinner at home, what if | didn’t make it home in time to eat
dinner, or what if football practice goes long, what if traffic is a mess
due to an accident, what if | must work late, what if, what if, what if.
Always be prepared and you will be successful. | have had
unplanned events, which have forced me to eat in the car, and
sometimes dinner is a few healthy snacks because | didn’t have my
meal with me. Be prepared.

How to Deal with Unplanned Events

Although unplanned life events occur, sometimes 3-4 times a
week, as an intermittent faster, you still need to have a plan for the
unplanned. Always have that lunch box/bag with you as previously
mentioned. Know a few staple food options that are your go-to food
options when you are on the go and don't have your own available
food options. Think before you eat always.

Peer pressure is real, especially at social events, be sure to have
a serious conversation with family and friends so they know you are
serious and that they should not offer you items when it is not your
feeding window and that your new lifestyle is not a joking matter and



that you would appreciate they take it as an important part of your
life. Make good decisions and be proud of those decisions that you
make. Every now and then, | change my feeding windows for social
events. | sometimes fast longer so that | can push my feeding
window back to be able to attend social events and have dinner and
drinks with family and friends.

Buy in Bulk

You may be thinking how is buying in buck related to intermittent
fasting. It is vital for beginners and sometimes long time intermittent
fasters to always have food on hand to accommodate any cravings
and their feeding windows. It is best practice to buy favorite snack
foods in bulk if available. When you buy these items in bulk you can
then use small ziplock and/or sandwich bags to create your own
individual serving size (according to the food label) baggies to keep
in your car, purse, backpack, at school, at work, in your gym bag, in
your lunch box or bag, and more.

It saves you money buying in bulk than to buy individual items
already prepackage, companies charge more for convenience, so
when you buy prepackaged small cute individually packaged items, it
costs more than buying in bulk and doing this yourself. This also
ensures that you are only having a serving or 2 according to the food
label. This also saves you from not being prepared and eating
unplanned food items.

Consistent Routine

Appetite is trainable because it is driven by routine. Our bodies
know and learn our routines, we are usually hungry when we expect
to be hungry, not necessarily when we are physically hunger, again it
could be that weare bored or need fluids. Practice makes perfect,
right? Fasting is a skill that with intermittent fasting, you are trying to
advance this skill.

Best practice would be at least start with a good routined new life
as you endure this lifestyle change. That means to set your alarm
and wake to start most days at the same time, specifically during the



week to start. Eat your first meal and the second meal at the same
times; you can have your snacks at whatever time during the feeding
window. It is also best practice to workout at the same time of the
day most days and take measurements, pictures, and weigh yourself
on these same days. Meal plan the week before you will shop and
cook the meals. Then shop on the same day, and cook and prep the
meals on the same day so you start the week always with good
habits.



Setbacks

Setbacks are sometimes inevitable when it comes to any type of
life change; intermittent fasting is no different. Setbacks can include
general fasting knowledge, lack of discipline, willpower, self-control,
fear of missing out, lack of planning or procrastination, illnesses, that
may or may not include medications, that prevent this type of fasting,
lack of motivation, resistance to change, YOU, and much more.

YOU

You will be your biggest setback, challenge, and critic during this
attempt to change. Many people have issues with confidence, self-
esteem, feeling deserving, discipline, consistency, peer pressure,
unawareness, and more, which ALL can contribute to YOU being
your worst nightmare during this change and ultimately maybe your
demise in many aspects of life.

You must realize you are the only person who can make a
change in your life, and that goes for all the changes you want to
make. You are responsible for your own happiness and if changing
your eating lifestyle is what will make you happier, then this
information gives you the knowledge to be able to make this change
without help from anyone else. You can make this change happen
for YOU, and only you. You should be beginning this journal to
please only you and not just for appearance purposes, but for
through and through happiness and well-being.

You must believe in yourself. You must know that you are your #1
priority and must be your biggest supporter. If no one else cares, you
must care enough to change your habits and be consistent in the
changes you decide to make. No one should be able to derail you
from making such an important change in your life.

You are responsible for your choices. This is a lifestyle change,
so if you mess up, just do better the next time, don’t quit on yourself.
Don’t make decisions based on temporary needs or feelings; think
about what you do as you do it to make decisions that are better for



you overall in the future. Think about your future, do you want to be
trying another diet in another 30 days? Do you still want to be in the
same body with the same health in 30 days? Would you rather feel
comfortable in your clothes and skin and feel healthy throughout?

Practice Makes Perfect

Getting acquainted with the process of fasting in general and
testing your chosen time frames for your feeding and fasting
windows can be a difficult time if you are used to eating many
meals/snacks daily. Being motivated to continue to develop in this
change is just as important as anything else that comes along with
this change. Live each day separately, as in if something did not go
to your liking one day, change your process the next until you have
feeding and fasting windows that work well with your daily routine
schedule. Mind over matter, you matter, so make sure your mind
continues to know this fact to ensure you aren’t resistant to this
change.

Don’t be Weak

During the initial change stage, there must be an increased
amount of willpower, discipline, and self-control. You will be required
to practice your self-control around others who are NOT on an
intermittent fasting lifestyle. You need to have the willpower to refrain
from ingesting calories during their fasting window. You need to have
the discipline to create these time frames and stick to them, and
when the feeding and/or fasting windows are broken, create
consequences for yourself to ensure it does not happen again until it
does not happen anymore.



Fear of Missing Out (FOMO)

Because of how you are used to living your life, sometimes you
may feel like you are missing out on the fun surrounding social
and/or family eating events, but consider the fact that you are
making this change to perfect how you feel and how you look to
ensure you are around for a long life to enjoy life. Family and friends
may not be on this lifestyle and either will or will not support this
change. Alcohol should be consumed in moderation. If you choose
to drink alcohol, two or less daily drinks should be the max. Choose
non-sugary spirits and alcohol volume dry wines to ensure you are
getting the best buzz for your choice.

Holidays will more than likely be the biggest change for you and
the biggest day to test you when new to this lifestyle. Holidays are all
about eating and tasting everything with family and friends and
making memories. Try to prepare in advance by either assisting with
cooking to ensure meals are ready before/during your feeding
window and choose your favorites to ensure you are satisfied and
not as vulnerable after your feeding window closes. The holidays will
test you.

Prepare, Don’t Procrastinate

Preparation is key. Now that you have decided on your feeding
window, ALWAYS, make sure you have your meals/snacks readily
available during these times. Stay ahead of your schedule a day or
so, to ensure you pack your meals/snacks if you are away from
home when it is time to eat those meals/snacks to ensure. Even if
you plan to be home, always make sure you take at least a few
snack options with your wherever you go, by preparing in this way
you ensure not to ever get caught out and about for hours with
nothing to eat just wasting your feeding window away.



Not Reading Labels and Controlling Portions

Although your calories are NOT restricted when intermittent
fasting, eating too much of even healthy foods can lead to weight
gain no matter the type of diet/lifestyle you are following. To prevent
this type of setback meal plan, use portion control, be consistent with
choosing the most nutritious food choices, and measure your foods
to ensure you are not eating too many servings in one meal.

Nonsense from Others

There are times in life when it's better to keep your goals to
yourself. Keep your goals away from negative people, specifically
keep negative people away from your goals and out of your life. To
be successful in many things in life, you need a support system,
which does not include negative people.

Leave the liquid in the can. By using a hand mixer, beat
the milk until turning creamy. Set aside.

2. Beat the heavy cream in a separate large bowl until it
forms soft peaks. Add the vanilla and sweetener. Beat
again until fully combined.

3. Fold in the whipped milk into the whipped cream. Mix
well and transfer the mixture in a loaf pan.

4. Place the pan in the freezer for 5 hours until the mixture
becomes solid.
